Speech at

Granby.

After referring

er and expressing his astonishment at

the puerile objectiens of the present Gov-

ernment of Canada in respect to the send-

ing of a Conadian contingent to South
Africa, Mr,Casgrain said :

“ ] am aleo astonished at the hesitation
sbown by the Prime Ministerin all tuis
business relating 1o the Tranavaal. As
you all remember, gentlemen, befere his
advent to power he was democratic, & reé
publican even, preferring, as he himself
stated at Boston, * the American dollar to
the English ehilling.” But gentlemen,
since 1897, whata wonderful change has
come over the spirit of bis dreams. He 18
a British subject, he ia proud to belong
to the Empire npon which the )
never gets, and _he is *“ British to the core.’
His Government in 1897 modified the
tariff in such a manner as to halfclose our
doors against the eatire world and to give
to England a preferential duty. This pre-
ference 'vas given to the Mother Country,
as the Minister has repeated on many oc-
casions, not with s hope of receiving
sometbing in 1eturn, but to tighten the ties
which bind Canada to England and to the
Empire.

And some time afier Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier goes to London to participate in that
magnificent jubilee demouostratich 1n
which onr Gracious Bovereign received
from every corner of her vast Empire the
spontaneous and sincere oft-ring of respect
and love of her subjects. From the east
to the west, from the north tothe south,
came soldiers of all races, ot all creeds and
of all colors, in presence of our great
gsovereign, the Queen of Eogland and
Empress of India. The force, the msjesty,
the power and toe solidarity of imperial
Britain were there; snd our Prime Minis-
ter also took part in that magnificent
demonstration as the official representa-
tive of Canada. (Lood cheers.) That,
gentlemen, was the triumph of the Im-~
perialistic idea, and »ll those who partici-
pated in that hitherto unparalleled im-
perial gathering testified to their fldelity to
:he Empire under all circumstacces, not
only when it was a question of coming
together and celebrating a glorious event;
but, also, gentlemen, as I understand
it, when the call of duty 18 sounded
out arourd the worid by
Britain’s, imperiai drum Dbeat, was
necessery to maintain agaiust the world
British might and British  power
(Tremendous cheers.) This i8 no time for
Sir Wilfrid Laurier to halt and go back.
He had too often accustomed us to con-
gider this Canada of oure an integral por-
tion of the Empire, to hesitate a single in-
stant when the Empire ie attacked in fly-
ing to the defence. (Cheers.) You will
uud-rstand, geutlemeu, that I do not wish
to say that our yonog men should be en-
rolled against their wishes and eent tc
Africa and Asia io participate in all of
England’s wars, but to-day I am speaking
of the war inthe Transvaal, I see all the
British colonies putting the ideas into
practice that emansted from the jubilee
celebration in 1897, and offering spoas-
taveously their aid to our Imperial
Sovereign. I also notice here in Canada
an extraordinary and almost unprecedented
exgression 5f public opinion, and [ eay
here 1oday that S8ir Wilfrid Laurier should
pot have hesitated,and that his heesitation
was a crying blunder. As a matter of fact,
gentlemen, what i8 our po:ition in Can-
ada? We are of the Empire, we parniici-
pate in all the advantages which belong to
the protection of the British flag, and we
enjoy the most complete civil, polit.cal and
reiigious liberty in this couniry. We are
beyond ull possible attack, because itis a
well known fact that behied the ranks of
