The extension of the Crow |
Shooting Contests from Augusl‘\
I5th to September 15th has ar-
dused a feeling of disquiet in the
breasts of many sportsmen.
Hunters have an excuse to roam
the habitat of ducks, Huns and
pheasants until 15 days before the
season opens (October Ist). This
is not good business. Gunfire in
the vicinity of duck marshes,
even if it is directed at crows,
tends to drive the ducks out to|
salt water. A shot is a shot in|
the cagey black's book. They |
don't stop to figure it may be at |
crows but pull out pronto. |

The Department under which;
the bounty is administered mere-
ly announced that bounty pay- |
ment was extended on crows’
feet until September 15th ... not
that crows could be shot until
September 15th. Crows are trap-
ped for bounty as well as shot.
Don’t get any ideas boys about
having a free pass to shoot crows
i anywhere or as late as one may
wish. Anyone found on or near
a duck marsh with a firearm be-
fore October 1st may be given
the opportunity of explaining to
a Magistrate what he was doing
there. 1f there is the slightest
tinge of suspicion connected with
the ‘‘crow story’” there will be
no may about it....Shall is the
word.,

This week 1 surveyed the
“curlew barrens’’ along the north
shore of Kings County. Residents
of the district have a very strong
suspicion that curlew were shot
last summer under the guise of
crow shooting, algo that a num-
ber of cock pheasants had their
tail feathers - ruffled by chilled
sizes that were originally pock-
eted for use on crows. It is now
cemmon  knowledge that  cock
pheasants will answer a crow
call. I don't mean they'll come
to a crow call but will give their
position away on account of the
call.

This week I was told by a
iriend that he was out early one
morning with a companion after
crows. Kvery time the crow call
was used a cock pheasant in a
pateh of scrub one hundred yards
distant would answer. His com-
panion had an alert ear cocked
every time the pheasant would
cackle and finally started to edge
over toward the scrub patch.
“‘Where are you going?” inquired
my friend. ‘“To try and get a
peek at the pheasant’” was the
answer, “Peek all you like” was
the ultimatum, ‘““but leave your
gun with me”. The guy had a
‘caught im the pantry- stealing
jam’' look omn his pan but stayed
put.

“Didn’t you trust him with the
gun if the pheasant jumped?’ I
queried. ‘Not exactly” was his
reply, ‘“He wouldn't go hunting
them if the season was closed
but his reflexes are pretty jittery
who: he has a gun in his hand—
and 1 didn't want to be the one
to see him walk the gang plank,
and there would have been one
to walk if he'd made a break.”

If complaints along this line
continue to come in it could be
that a section will be embodied
in The Game Act prohibiting the
hunting of crows between August
15th and September 30th. This
mot meant to imply that it
would be unlawful to shoot
between these
