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Peace In Saskatchewan

The settlement of the Saskatche-
wan medical cave dispute has come,
not before time. Despite the fact
that emergency services were being
provided without charge during the
deadlock, to tide the province over
for several more weeks at least, &
deep division was growing between
the conflicting varties and the inter-
ests of the sick suffered as a resuit.
The longer this situation existed,
the more difficult it would be to
achieve reconciliation.

Fortunateiy both sides, over the
weekend, showed a disposition to
eompromise, to find common ground
on an agreement in the public in-
terest. Their success in doing so is '
a matter of satisfaction not only to
the people of Saskatchewan, but to
Canadians everywhere.

1t will depend now on the spirit
in which the doctors and the govern-
ment co-operate along the lines of
the agreement they have reached.
There must be a continuance of give
and take on both sides, with a truce
called to the heated charges and
eountercharges which seemed to
stem as much from political differ-
ences as from the care plan itself.

Incidentally, we note the current
effort that is being made, on the
part of spokesmen for the medical
profession, to show that “the press”
was responsible for misrepresenting
the doctors’ attiinde all through the
controversy. Since this charge ap-
pears in our own Public Forum col-
umns, we assume that it is intended
to apply in part to us. In that case,
‘we have only this to say:

Our attitude consistently has
been that the health care legisla-
tion, as ori y passed, was an
arbitrary act, giving arbitrary reg-
ulatory powers to a commission
that is not directly responsible to
the Legislature, and that the ob-
Jections which the doctors took on
this ground appeared to be quite
valid. What they ignored, however,
was that the measure, however ob-
Jectionable, was passed in conform-
fty with the wishes of the Legisla-
ture and the laws of Canada. It was
open to questioning in the courts,
and that is where the controversy
#hould have been settled. The doc-
tors did not ask the courts to take
this action until the strike against
the sick was launched. They deny
that this was a “strike” action, but
we can find no other word for it.
We think this action, whatever
they choose to call it, and whatever
the results accruing therefrom, was
ve mistake; and we see no rea-

n, from the contrary arguments
advanced, for changing our opinion
in this regard.

industrial production being estimat-
ed at 20 per cent below the 1957
level.

It must be remembered, however,
that famine is no unusual thing in
China. Tt has been the lot of millions
of Chinese people from the begin-
ning of their history more than 5000
years ago. Hunger has been with
these unfortunate people through
every system of government. Des-
pots, feudal lords, war lords, dictat-
ors and democracy have heen unable
to devise a means of feeding half a
billion people with inadequate trans-
portation to move goods from areas
where they are in surplus to densely-
populated and flood- or drought-
stricken areas where shortages pre-
vail.

Those in elose touch with China,
who know its history and its people,
are not so sure that today’s tribula-
tions mean an end to the Commun-
ist domination. It may be acceptec

| that the Reds have made no great

strides toward solving an impossible

| problem; but it must also be under-

stood that Chinese people, looking
for a solution to their present twib-
ulations, are unlikely to look back
to the corruption and graft and ex-
ploitation of that band of worthies
gathered around Chiang Kai-shek
as a way out of their dilemma.

Rural Appreciation

Any move that can help in bring-
ing our urban and rural population
closer together is to be welcoraed,
and the special sales days which
our Charlottetown merchants are
featuring this week fall into this
category. A special effort is being
made to offer attractive prices to
rural customers, as a gesture of
goodwill and of appreciation of the
fact that, afier all, we are primarily
one big community in which farm-
ing plays a predominant part.

It is a business gesture, too, of
course. Our merchants want the
farmers’ trade and know that they
cannot do without it. These special
sales days will. it is hoped, bring
more rural trade to the city and
be of mutual advantage so far as
that is concerned. But there is
something more important behind
a campaign of this kind. Trade 1s
one of the best ways of encouraging
better understanding, of smooth-
ing out all kinds of difficulties
which tend to arise between differ-
ent sections of a community every-
where. Even In this little province
we have examples of these difficult-
ies from time to time, but they are
small indeed compared to the prob-
lems we share in common.

The municipalities, we think,
could do more in the way of ac-
knowledging their indebtedness to
our basic producers upon whom,
after all, our whole economy de-
pends. There is no reason why, in
all our urban areas, “rural apprec-
fation days” shouldn’t become a
regular annual feature, bringing to
the surface the feeling we all have
that if “togetherness” is to have
any prospect of succeeding at all in
this troubled world, it should start
at home. Charlottetown has made
a beginning in this connection, and
we welcome it as an ancounmng
sign of the times.
