A perennial problem for the transporta-
tion industry is provided by peopie who re-|
serve accommodation and then do not make
use of it. To the companies involved, be
they steamship lines, railways or airlines,!
the practice means serious loss through un-,
used accommodation and the employment
of unnecessary equipment. To the travel-
ling public it means that after all attempts
to secure the desired accommodation have
failed, the space in question goes unused.

In the United States the Air Transportl!
Association operating low-fare fhghts will|
Initiate on Sunday a policy of having ‘“no-
shows™ forfeit 20 per cent of the one-way
cost of their ticket if they do not notify
the airlines of their intention to cancel three
hours before departure time. What brought
the situation dramatically to their atten-
tion was enough applications being received
to fill an inaugural flight from New York
to Miami twice over but when the flight|
was made only 32 out of 61 seats were oc-
cupied. The other 29°would in due ceurse
demand full refunds.

It is quite unreasonable that carriers
should suffer loss in this way and equaliy !
unfair to those who wish to travel and are
prevented by the prior reservations which
turn out to be unused. Similar efforts to]
make the ‘“no-shows” pay for thair lack of
~onsideration have broken down in the past.!
It is to be hoped that the latesi efforts to
correct the situation may prove successful.

Morality And Atomic Power

Ever since atomic power first entered
the scientific picture it has been the sub-
ject of intense controversy. Some say it
is the greatest discovery in human history
and in due time will prove to be civiliza-
tion's most beneficient scientific aid. Oth-
ers say it is diabolical in both aature and
potentiality; its discovery marked an evil
day for the human race. Early in the
atomic bomb development there were a few
scientists who for conscientious reasons re-
fused to have anything to do with it; theyv
felt that their minds would never be at
peace so long as their brains and hands
were engaged in building such a tearful in-
strument,

With all this in mind it is refreshing
to read what a noted atomic scientist.
Thomas Murray of Washington, D. C., has
to say on the subject. Mr. Murray holds
a responsible position in the United States
Atomic Energy Commission; he is an in-
dustrial engineer of distinction and an in-
ventor with several hundred electrical de-
vices to his credit. All his life he has been
engaged in scientific research of one kind
and another and he has been in the atomic
field from the slart.

Mr. Murray is also a religions man; he
is considered to be one of the leading
Catholic lay Churchmen in America; he
has been honoured three times by the
Pope for his humanitarian and religious
work. In a recent press conference Mr.

This,
in itself, is a great danger; already its ef-
fects are being seen in Gautemala where
Communists are in virtual control.

A bigger volume of sales to the United |
States at better prices than they have been
getting, not more advice from Washington
on how to combat Communism, appears to
be the chief matter of interest to South
Americans at the present time. This, of
course, is exactly what the international
Communist strategists like to hear; as they
see it, the more they can encourage and
develop the thought that tne United
States government is a chronic meddler in
other people's affairs, the better it will be]
for their own designs and purposes. Every-
body in the Free World will hope that
South Americans will see through this
Communist scheme before it 1s too late'
to do very much about it.
