He looked around to make sure

in a suit, opener should not take
any further strenuous action but
should merely show whether his
opening bid was minimum or max-
imum, show good support for part-
ner’s suit, or under circumstances
show a four-card major suit.

With a minimum hand he
should not accept any invitation
from partner for a game or a
slam; with a maximum he should
accept such invitations.

If partner has made a jump
suit takeout, opener may raise or
bid three notrump, but he should
not initiate action beyond game.
A slam invitation should come
from partner.

In the Culbertson System, whe-
ther the hand-valuation be by
honor-tricks or point count, a
minimum suit takeout of one no-
trump is forcing for one round,
consequently the opening no-
trump bidder should respond as
follows: He should show a bid-
dable four-card major suit; or he
should raise partner’s suit with
good support; or, with a maxi-
mum notrump and two of the three
top honors (A-K, A-Q, or K-Q)
in partner’s suit he should jump
to three notrump, or to four in
partner’s major suit. It partner's
¢akeout was to two of a minor,
opener may jump to three notrump,
holding four cards headed by the
ace, king or queen in partner’s
suit, with a maximum one no-
trump; with other holdings open-
er should -bid two notrump. He
should not pass.

Suppose South opened with one
notrump and North responded with

two spades. Opener holds:
AKQ6
YKIS5
T OAQ42
QI

‘With this 18-point hand, the
proper rebid is a jump to three
notrump. However, if the hand is
changed to:

AQI54
VK6

L #AQI3
AKQ2

although opener once more has
18 points, his liking for spades
suggest a jump to game at that
suit rather than any rebid of no-
trump.
