In this year's uncluttered look
with the long torso. there won't be
any secret about your figure. And
dumpy postures are definitely out
of style.

What's needed is more flexibility

through the midriff. Precision cal- arms arched overhead, right hand PIOW that was.

isthenics that hew to the line will
nip in a bulky waist, but to slim
the entire midriff, the action pull
must be off center, so to speak.
Here's the suppling technique—
make the pull long and smooth and
direct it through the lateral muscles
bounding the silhouette at the
sides.

Anatomically, these side muscles
extend from armpits to hipbones
and mesh with the muscles that
curve around the side-front of the
figure. Well-toned lateral muscles
make for flexibility and the smooth
midriff demanded by today's styles.
