Mr. Dodd stated that such was the dread on
the minds of the people in the country at that time, that
bis deputy could not find a man ourside of this city who
would assist him in the execution of bis duty. Evenin
this eity their iufluence was felt to a certsin extent,
when their organ, R Weekly —that vile paper,
which slandered o mauy of the public men of this coun-
try—was looked up to as a guide to so many. Was
pot the hon. member for Cavendish a member of that as-

gociation, which was so illegal in its inception, and so
unlawful in The bhon. mewber has been
reading the Joarnals.  Will he go back a little further
and read the Bioody Despateh, 1 which the Liberals
were to d, when thay accepted office under Respoosible
Goverament, that the rights of the proprietors ware to
be respected? And mark you, Mr. Cisirman, that
Despateh contained one of the conditious upon which
Responsible Government was accepted ; and when, 10
the face of this declaration of Her Majesty, that hon.
member went through the country, as an agent of the
League, he is ten-fold more gulty than Mr. Dodd is.
If ex-Sheriff Dodd has been guilty of a libel upon the
community, in all fairness he was entitled to an exami-
nation, and should have been put upon his trial, before
he was condemned so uncermoniously by the hon. mem-
ber. Let him now demand such an esamination, and
be will find that Mr. Dodd has nothing to fear. If the
Tenant Union was pureuing a right and proper course,
why was it that it crumpled up so suddenly, when Her
Masjesty's troops came here? The men, Sir, whom I
blae the most are not the body of the people who uni-
ted themselves with that organization, but their leaders.
Those men Jknew that Her Majesty's Despatch made it
unlawful to resist the just cluims ot the proprietors,
Taey kuew that her trcops did not come here to enforce
obedience to unlawful demands; and no man, who duly
respected the honor and good nature of the country,
would have justified the action of that organization at
that time. | may be told that [ am slsndering the
Tenaot Union; but will the hon. member (Mr. Me-
Neill) rise here, and propose a resolution that will justify
the one adopted by that body, which said they would
bold no eommunication, except in cases of necessity,
with any person who would not support their organ za-
tion? Let him bring sach a resolution forward, and [
will call him a patriot, though a misguided one. Let
the hon. member give notice of this ou the Ocder Book,
and then we will see wiere his political manliness rests.
I do not glory in the uafortunate state of affairs, which
cailed forth Mr. Dodd's letrer ; onthe contrary, [ regret
it as much as any wan in the country, for I know there
is a good deal of truth in what the hon. member bas
said, but at the same time, bad that hon. member and
the League with whom he was associated, had their own
way st that tie, they would have done more to have
forced us into Confederation than any Governmeat
could.

At
one time ithere were twenty or thirty of the members of
that organization who used to assemble monthly i the
North American Hotel, and if there was anything wrong
going 02 umongst them, why, after His Excellency’s
Proclamation was out, was it that they were not then
arresied ¥ That was the time when the hon. wmember
euu/d bave had their books and papers, aud easily bave
discovered if' there was anything treasonable going on
among thew. There would have been no dnﬁicull)'v in
arresting any of them then, and securing their books
sud papers too. Thne hon. member says that the peo-
ple were deluded by d magogues, Will he go among
tae people and tell them this? Thanks to the Free Kdu-
cation Aect, it 18 not in the power of the hon. mewber,
or his superiors, to go and delude the people by any
such assertions. I have met with a gentleman ata pub-
lic meeting in the country, who belonged to one of the
first families in this Colony, and who could plead the
cause of (h: lare Government as ably as ever the hon.
