One man even wanted the board to make
hiw a preseat of mannfactures building,
which cost nearly $2,000,000 and then pay
him $10,00) to get it out of the park. All
of the bids were rejected at that time, and
then the board anthorized Superintendent
Foster to negotiate for the sale of the build-
ings privately. Since then he has had
frequent talks with and received various
offers from wrecking companies, iron deai-
ers and speculators,

Toe baildings sold are twenty in num-
ber, and by the terms of the contract must
be removed by May 1, 1896. Any remain-
ing at that time revert to the commission-
ers.
