Russian Papérs
Announce New
Hydro Projects

By Thomas P. Whitney
MOSCOW, 8ept. 22 — (AP) —
Russian newspapérs annoumced
more  Government plans {0
build large hydro-electric and ir-
rigation projects, adding ' thour-
ands of kilowatts to Russia’'s elect-
rical production and reclaiming
millions of acres in the Crimea and
Asian desert regions.

The mewest announcemenis en-
visfon construction of a‘ second
dam on the lower reaches of the
Dnepr River, below the huge
Dnepr Dam-—presently  Russia'’s
biggest—which was built in the
early ‘30s at Zaphorozhe.

This project also will diyers wat-
ers of the Dnepr into an extensive
system of canals to irrigate the
fertile but arid .Southern Ukrain-
jan Steppt and on into northern
Crimea all the way to the Kerch
peninsula, transforming about 8-
000,000 acres of land for wheal
and cotton,

Also planned, according to the
newspapers, is an irrigation pro-
ject carrying waters of the Am
Darya River hundreds of milés
through the desolate Centrel Asian
desert all the way to the Caspian
Sea.

The projects, llke two other
similar ones announced earlier this
month, are to start next year. They
will be finished in. 1955, 1956 and
1987, according to the announced
schedule, e

Since the first announcements ot
the 'projects the press has been
daily ‘publishing accounts on front
pages of campalgns to recruit
workers, m‘pply equipment - and
work out plans for the projects.

Telling Truth
About Sir Harry
Oakes Murder

OAKLAND, Calif, Sept, 22 —
(AP)—The 31-year-old machinist
whose bar-room talk set off a
fresh investigation of the 1943 un-
solved murder of Sir Harry Oakes
in.the Bahamas, was “teling the
truth,” a Nassau police officialsaid
today.

“As far as I am concerned, Ed-
ward Majava is telling the truth,”
said Augustus Roberts, assistant
police superintendent at Nassau
as he made ready to fly back tu
