British Oarsmen Break
Marks At Henley Regatta

HENLEY, England — British
rowing crews broke records in
three major international events
as the Henley Royal Regatta
got under way Wednesday on
the River Thames.

The Britons left no doubt they
are a force to be reckoned with
this year but a powerful Italian
eight and three victorious
crews from the United States
grabbed a share of the spot-
light.

The fastest time of the day
was rowed by Britain's National
Provincial Bank eight - oared
shell. Its time of six minutes,
40 seconds bettered ‘he inter-
med;

The Britons
reached 700 yards in 1:53 com-
pared with the Harvard light-
weight crew's 1:55 and the half-
way mark t 312 compared
with Harvard's 3:13.

The Bank’s two - length win
over another British crew, Star
Club, made it a firm favorite to
keep the Thames Cup in Brit-
ain’s Molesey Boat Club.
