Her last Sunday on the earth was with
acule pain, but she was very restless, her
breathing was distiressed, she ate nothing.
She wanted wvs, Dora and Robbie aund
myself, to be near her all the time, as for
months past she had constantly expressed
the same desire. Many times she hopeod
we could be alone, just our own little
farnily, when she pasced away.

DBut still the
general verdict will stand for all tima in
favour of ¢ Ripon the Just,’ as our poets
have already named him.”

The grand jury of New York on the Jrd
inst., made a long presentment to the
court.
