“'That the interests of the entire producing West
are sacrificed for the benefit of the wanstacturing
wionopolies of the East by the existing republican
riff, needs no argmment to prove. It was ndt
designed to produce the largest amount of revenue,
hut simply to give to New England and Pennsyl-
vania the monopoly of the markets of the whole
country for their special productions ; and conse-

cousumers of the goods. The principle of such
a tanfl is not only wrong iu itself, but, from this
time forward, will be doubly oppressive upon tle
producing West. The West must pay into the
pockets of the East an amount equal to the tarifl
upon their artieles of consumption, or the tarifl
upon the imported article.
