During the past week this col-
umn has featured a hand played
at one time or another by each
member (except myself) of the
American team which is current-
ly engaged in Lake Como, Italy,
in trying to bring the world
championship title back to the
United States. It is perhaps not
amiss to make mention of a hand
in which I was recently involved.

The deal shown came up in
the Nationals when they were
played in Los Angeles last month.

MARCH OF SCIENCE

BEVERLY HILLS, 'Calif. (AP)
Can man survive in the airless
void of outer space?

Scientists are not waiting for
the rocket” ship future. They’re
finding out now, with a volunteer
engineer as guinea pig. .

Come along with Sigfried Han-
sen as he simulates a flight.
You’ll find out how it feels to
live in a vacuum—with no numb-
ing, tearing shock of blast-off, no
dizzy bouts with gravity.

Hansen makes his flights in a
huge steel chamber, a capsule of
‘space with the same pressire
conditions that exist more than
500,000 feet above the earth.

The big steel bubble — whose
heavy glass and lucite ports give

“{it the appearance of an elongated

iwashing machine — won’t leave
jthe ground. It’s firmly “‘an-
chored” at Litton industries’ plant
in this Los Angeles suburb.

.HIGHER THAN EVER BEFORE
\. The U.S. Air Force and Litton,
ibuilders of the space chamber,
call it the “inhabited high
vacuum laboratory.”” The cham-
ber has taken ‘man on simulated
flights more than twice as high
as he has ever gone before.

Hansen first gets a routine
medical examination, then
breathes pure oxygen for half an
hour to rid his system of nitro-
gen. i

Over a pair of long red under-
wear he puts on a; standard air
force ventilation suit of rubber-
ized nylon. It is specially designed
with jointed aluminum ribbing
that enables Hansen to bend his
{limbs.

Next, attending doctors fasten
special attachments that permit
them to take Hansen’s heart beat,
respiration and blood pressure
during the hop.

Now he climbs ponderously to a

He lights a
standard vacuum tube without its
normal glass envelope to prove
the absence of air.

Soon the flight is over and Han-
sen returns to earth. He is non-
committal about his experience,
shrugging it off.

If the suit, which weighs 50
pounds, should break down and
expose the researcher to the al-
most total vacuum, he would be
unconscious in five seconds, se-
verely injured in 90 seconds and
probably dead in a few minutes.

The researcher works with a
pressure inside the suit of about
five pounds a square inch—the
equivalent of 27,000 feet. Engi-
neers have designed a way to
bring the chamber pressure to
the same level as the suit pres-
sure within three seconds. In 40
seconds the chamber occupant
can be brought to earth where

square inch.

Through a connecting air hose
the occupant breathes almost
pure oxygen, which is also used
to cool him. As the air inside the
suit heats up, it is drawn off and
passed through refrigeration
brine.
