=In Massachusetts, the amount of
money deposi‘ed in the Saviegs Banks
which sumber 166, is upwards $241,000.-
000, and the wumber of depositorsis-
772,518 ; and as the population of the
State is something under two millions, it
follows that a propertion greater than
oue in three, men, women, and children
all included, are making this provision
for the future. By the way, when are
we to have the three additional Savings
Banks required in this Province. The
Charlottetown Savings Bavk is doing
better than almost amy other in Canada ;
and a Savings Bauk is wanted at Alber-
ton, at Summerside, and at Souris. Ve
care not whether the institutions are in
connection with the Finance or the Post
Office Department ; but the accommoda-
tion is required aud should be granted.

—Tbe first report of the American
Clydesdale Association has been publish-
ed. The executive committee, it would
appear, have abundant reasons for con-
gratulating the Association, and all in-
terested in the Clydesdale horse, on the
incrensed popularity of the breed. The
vumber of Clydesdale horses imported
daring the past year is larger than for
any correspouding period, and iocludes
many of the best obtainable specimens of
the breed in Scotland. The wvumber of
mares imported last year is without a
precedent, and their superior quality and
excellence of breeding are in keeping
with the increased number. The prices
for good Clydesdales countinue to advance
in America even more rapidly than in
the past. The committee are of opivion
that “‘the large foreign demand for heavy
borses, at remuverative prices, is worthy
of much consideration, and, with the
incieasivg home demand, ensures s
future trade for breeders of dranght-
horses which, for permanency and hand-
some profits, is not surpassed by any
branch of stock-breeding or other legiti-
mate business.”

+—The editor of the Patriot is still
dreamivg. A few days since his vision-
ary imagination conjured a snow
blockade which had left our roads io the
most “deplorable condition” with pitches,
aithough we had up to that time but
little snow, and our Roads were almost
as level as in summer. On Mouday he
filled a column with a dreamy review of
the Road Aect of 1879.

MEETING OF CREDITORS.

After the list of delinquent debtors was
completed, a statement of the present assets
of the Bank, as estimated by the liquidators,
was submitted as follows :— !

Allowing for expenses of lignidation and
shrinkage, 1t was calculated that the Bank
would pay at least fifty cents in the dollar.

R. B. Stewart, Esq., submitted the fol-
lowing resolution :

Resolvéd, That during the life of the late
William Cundall, the President and Directors
of the Bank of P. E. Island had nothing to do
—and they did it, and thereforethe duty
they had to perform was done without their
doing it; but that since his demise, which
was occasioned or at least hastemed by the
operation of *‘the Land,Purchase Act 1875,”
the President and Direetors have received
$2,00) per annmim among them for duties
which they had to do and have not done; and
that this meeting considers they have received
$2,000 per anoum for duties they have not
performed and that as honest men they ought
to refund it to the Ureditors of the Bank,

R. R. FitzGerald, BEsq., said that pro-
positions for an amieable arrangement -as
between the Directors and Liquidators, |
had indirectly been wade—without pre-
judice, He explained some of the details
of the proposed arrangement which amounts
to this : That the Directors in_addition to
the payment of the calls' on their ‘shafes,
shall pay out of their own pockets $63,000.

L. H. Davies, M. P., corroborated Mr,
FitzGeralds statement, and urged the
adoption of the proposition. 5

H. J. Cundall, E:q., said he had no
doubt that every individual Director was
liable to the Bank to the extent of every
dollar he owned. But he wasin favor of
an amicable arrangement, and wouald be
satisfied if in addition to the $49,000 they
have alveady paid t¢ the Union Bank of
London, they pay back the $17,000 which
they inadvertently sent to the Bank of
Montreal after the suspension.

Dr. Taylor moved, in amendment to Mr,
Stewart’s resolution :

Resolved, —That a Committee of three cre-
ditors be appointed to confer with the Direct-
ors in relation to the offer of compromise
suggested, so as to arrive, if possible, at a
definite settlement of all claims against them.

Mr. Sloggett seconded the motion ; and

it passed—R. B. Stewart, Esq., only vot-
ing agaivst it—and in accordance with it
Oapt. McLeod, J. H. Fletcher, and Mr.
Slogget were appointed a Committee.
Aiter some discussion Dr. Taylor meved
the following resolution which was second-
ed by R B. Stewart, Esq., and unanimous-
ly carried :
Resolved, That in the opinion of this meet-
ing it i desirable that the list of contributories
should be settled at as early a day as possible,
and that a further call skould be made upon
the ghareholders to the full extent of their
liability payable at a period not exceeding four
months hence. It being the opinion of this
meeting that any delay beyond that time will
not be attended with corresponding advant-
age to the creditors, -

The necessity of forcing debtors of the
Bank to pay up was referred to, while the
interest in the Bank settlement displayed
by Judge Peters, and the energy of the
liquidators, were generally acknowledged.

The liquidators said they hoped soon to
be able to pay another dividend of 10 cents
in the dollar.

During the  discussion, Robert Bruce
Stewart, Esq., read from a letter he lately
received from John Walter, E:q., pro-
prietor of The Times newspaper, the fol-
lowing extract, which, on  account of its
pointed wisdom, we have reserved as a
fisting conclusion for this rather summary
report }—

T am afraid I can do nothing to help yon
in the matter of the Bank failure. It seems
to bear a family likeness to the large class of
Bank failures and swindles, with which we are
so familiar in this country. Such catastro-
phes wilalways be hisble to recur so lorg as
people are willing to keep large deposit ac-
oounts for the Banks to gamble with.”

The meeting adjourned to meet again on
Wednesday next.
