sank to rise no more.  When he found his loved
ones were gone, and there was no wmore he eould
do to save them, while his own strength was
nearly exhausted by the struggle, he succeeded in
getting upon the sunken boat.

enterprise is to be carvied ou from the territory
and jurisdiction of the United States aguinst |
the éul(mi(-s, districts “and people of British |
North America, within the dominions of the |
United Kiugdom of Great Britain and [reland,
with which said Colonies, districts and people
and Kingdom the United States ave at peace.

And whereas, the proceediugs aforesaid con-
stitute a high misdemeanor, forbidden by the
United States as well as by the laws of the
nations ;

Now, therefore, for the purpose of preventing
the carrving on of the unlawful expedition and
enterprise aforesaid, from the territory and
Jurisdiction®of the United States, and to main-
tain the publie peace as well as the natioual
honor, and enforce obedience aud respect to
the laws of the United States, I, Andrew John-
son, President of the United States, do ad-
monish and waru all good ertizens of the United
States against taking part, orinany way aiding,
countenancing or abetting said unlawful pro-
ceedings.  And I do expect all judges, magis-
trates, marshals, and officers in the service of
the United States, to employ all their lawful
authority and powerer to prevent and defeat
the aforesaid unlawful proceedings, and to ar-
rest aud bring to justice all persons who may
be engaged therein ; and in pursuance of the Act
of Congress in such cases made and provided,
I do furthermore authorize and empower Ma-
jor General George G. Meade, commander of
the Military Division of the Atlantic, to employ
the land and naval forces of the United States
and the militia thereof, to arrest and prevent
the setting ou foot and carrying on of the ex-
pedition and enterprise aforesaid.

In testimony whereof, 1 have hereunto set
my hand and caused the seal of the United
States to be aflixed.

Done at Washington this 6th day of June,
1866, and of the Independence of the United
States the ninetieth.
