To Economic Battle.

(By J. F. Sanderson, Canadian Press Staff Writer)

LONDON, Sept. 12—(CP Cable)—The opinion was ex
pressed freely here today that Great Britain and France
were setting the stage for their first big offensive of the
war. The British public was informed for the first time
that its troops had landed in France but the Ministry of
Information said they had not engaged the enemy.

No figures were given as to the strength of the ex-
peditionary force nor its degree of mechanization.

The primary purpose of the offensive would be to
