There are several forms of the
disease. The death rates range
from high to low. Early detection,
followed by treatment, will pre-
vent heavy losses. If possible re-
move healthy swine to noncon-
taminated places. Isolate the sick
and cxamine them  daily. The
acute cases generally  cause the
highest death rate and are associ-
ated with a high rise in temper-
ature and large reddened areas
over the surface of the body. The
sub-acute and chronic cases which
cause heavy losses in gains are
| generally assoclated with en-

larged joints and retarded growth.

The greatest assurance in the
prevention of this disease is by
providing good clean, well ventil-
ated quarters and a balanced rat-
jon. It the disease does occur on
the premises early detection and
| professional assistance is essential
in preventing spread and heavy
losses.

Warble Fly Centrol

Cattle undisturbed by  warble
flies in the summer, and free from
grubs in the winter. will graze
peacefully, produce 10-25 per cen'
more milk, make greater gains in
beef cattle, and give 1-3 more
hides which are not riddled with
holes.

April and May are months to
wage war on warbles, Two treat-
ments are required for effective
control. \

The warble powder is very easy
to apply with a scrubbing brush.
Co-operation of all cattle owners
in applying the powder will cut
losses and increase production.
