“The advantageof the solar eng’ne,”

said Mr. Gathemann, “lies in the re-

duced running expanse. To obtain 600

horse power fron an ordirary engine

coal to the value of $900 a month is

required. This does not include oil,

repairs and other current outlays.

With the solar engine the expanses are
almost nil. ‘The sun does not charge

us for the use of its rays. The water

may be obtained from an artesian

w ll eepecia!lly drilkd for the purpcese.

The expenses of suporvision would also

be greatly reduced with the use of
the soar engine.

“I am not the first man to experi-
ment with a solar mcter. A Frenchman

recently mad> so ne experiments in th s
direction, end Jchn Ericsson, of Mon!-

tor fame, built and operated a solar
engine. I believe it worked success-4

fully, though it did‘ not present suffi-

clent advaniazges over the systems / >
use to bring about a chasge.
