senting eight years’ work. Joe, a
60-year-old bachelor, was appre-
hensive about leaving them, so he
packed them in a specially-built
case'and brought them with him,

Ong of the pieces, an ornate
cribbage board, is in itself a min-
fature museum of northern wild
life. ""The ivory carving has a
polar bear, walrus, seal, ptarmi-
gan, arctic eagle, wolf, husky,
arctie owl and American eagle—
all fitted into the over-all design
of the board by brass and wooden

pegs. . -
ABSORBING HOBBY

Joe says this piece alone kept
him /busy from 1949 mxm. It
représents about 3 hours’
work.

Mr, Yarmalow works exclusive-
ly with the ivory of the walrus
tusk, given to ‘him at Churchill
as presents from Eskimos in re-
mote Arctic areas. They send it
on ships which play between the
port and their hunting. grounds.

Ivory is the ideal material to
work in to achieve a fine degree
of reproduction in form, he says.
The carving of the polar bear is
a five-inch high figure, complete
to the last black molar.

A Lithuanian immigrant with
only & smattering of book learn-
ing, Joe began working with ivory
2 years ago. to pass the long
northern nights after his day's
work with the National Harbor
