A London despatch to the Star (Aug 15)
reports ‘‘Canadiau butter is verv firmly
held, but prices have not varied proportion-
ate to rises in most other grades. London
prices for strictly finest creameries are 100s

strong with a fair demand. Prices from
Canada are higher than they are here.
Finest new white is quoted at 498 ($11.93);
