Wood Islands
Ferry Figures
For October

Figures for traffic ferried on
the Wood Islands-Caribou service
during October were announced
yesterday by Northumberland
Ferries Ltd. They showed a de-
crease of 476 in the number of
passengers and of 291 in the num-
ber of trucks, but an increase of
73 in the number of automobiles
ferried over the same period a
year ago. Total traffic from May
to October also revealed the same
trend, a slight decrease in pas-
sengers and trucks and increase
in automobiles.

Following are the figures for
October this year with the fig-
ures for last ,year in brackets:
Passengers, 7,806 (8,282); autos
1,930 (1,857); trucks 876 (1,167).

Total traffic figures, May to
October, with 1952 figures in
brackets: passengers 74,975 (77,
457); autos 19,814 (19,639); trucks
5,670 (6,021).

The company statement said:
“The shrinkage in truck traffic is
accounted for by the fact that a
10-day embargo was placed on

“The tourist traffic may be much
more important to this Province
than is generally understood,” said.
Premier A. W. Matheson in ad-
dressing the P. E. Island Inn Keep-
ers Association at their seventh
annual dinner meeting held in‘ the
Charlottetown Hotel last evening.

“If I were sure that a million
dollars in revenue comes to the
Province through the industry, it
would be most encouraging and an
incentive to suggest changes and
improvements,” the Premier con-
tinued! “I suggest that you sub-
mit absolute facts to the Depart-
ment of Public Works from where
your suggestions will reach the
Government.”

The Premier suggested, however,
that in the meantime the members
of the Association should get in
touch with their “Ambassadors of
good will,” their representatives in
Parliament, and make them thor-
oughly conversant with their aims
and objects, and sell them the idea
of the value of the tourist business
to the Province.

“We are getting the
lantic Provinces together on an
over-all advertising programme,”’
the Premier sald, “but we must all
get together locally in the Prov-
ince to expand and improve the
situation here”  Speaking of the
dust problem he said he hoped this
objectionable feature would be out
down. “I saw nothing in a recent
trip from coast to coast that made
a visit more desirable than a visit
to our own Province,” the Premier
sald.
