The Summerside Home and
school Association held its first
eeting after the summer vacat-
on in the High School library last
night with the president, Mr.
Allison MacLean, in the chair. After

the reading of the report of the |t

treasurer, Mrs. Arthur Clark, the
presidedt called upon Mrs. Clark
to report on the project to raise
money for the association's act-
ivities. Mrs. Clark reported that
the Regent Theatre had been con-
tacted regarding the ‘sponsoring. of
a picture, and that it was expected
the picture would be shown for
two days sometime around the last
of October, and that the members
would be expected to help with
the sale of tickets.

The president then called upon
Mr. Ivan Vaughan to introduce the
speakers for the evening.

Mrs. Lorne MacFarlane, the first
speaker, was the original chair-
man o fthe organizational meeting
on April 12, 1946, whieh brought
the local Home and School Associ-
ation into being. Mrs. MacFarlane
explained the ideals of the Associ-
ation and stated that the local
organization’s first hope was to
have home economics and manual
training departments added to the
high school program, a hope that
is now realized.

Dr. H.E. Clark, the next speaker,
commented briefly on the value
of having the teachers and parents
mingling together, and getting each |
other’s view points. |

Mrs. Keith Lapp gave an inter-l
esting account of the amusing situ-
ations which arose in connection
with her young son's first days at
school.

Miss T hend, grade 1t
stressed the importance of be-
ginning pupils’  attitude towards
school life, and said the trans-
ition from the discipline of home
and school life was made as
gradual as possible. She gave a
graphic account of procedure in
the grade 1 classroom during the |
first weeks of school. 1

Mr. D. O. Stewart, chairman of
the School Board, described the
rapid growth of the school in the
period between 1936 and the pres-
ent time. He said that when six
extra classrooms were provided
in 1936 to provide for expansion,
the board was criticized for un-
necessary expenditures. By 1949 all
these rooms were filled up, and
it was necessary to provide class-
room space in the basement. The
suditorium was made into six class
rooms last year which partially
relieved the congestion. The school
had grown from about 550 pupils
in 1936 to 1,050 in the present year.
He said that there were differences
of opinion between the Town Council
and the School Board as to the
site of the new school, but that
everybody was so happy that the
new school and auditorium were
in process of construction that all
were quite willing to, forget their
differences and let bygone by
bygones.

Mr. Clarence Mercer, supervisor
of the High School and Academy,
was the last speaker. He spoke of
the difficulties under which the
staff were working at the present
time, but said that all. were look-
ing forward to mext year when
the new school and auditorium
would he completed. He spoke of
