Science Is The

Editor’s note: The editor of
Reuters, Walton A. Cole, has
just returned to London from
a round - the - world frip in-
cluding 12 days in Commu-
nist China where he travelled
nearly 4,000 miles. Cole, who
preserved in shorthand notes
a record of the sights he saw
and the people he met, wrote
a series of articles, of which
the following is the last.

LONDON (Reuters) — Tradi-
tionally it has been the role of
youth against old ways. In Com-
munist China, I found youth-
ful executive administrators who,
though in their late 20s or early
30s, had been in their jobs for
nearly 10 years.

It is they who are challenging
and sweeping away the concepts
of centuries. To them everything
must be subjugated to the task
of creating a new and great
China. No sacrifice or personal
dis;omfort is too great to this
end.

Learning is no longer the pre-
rogative of the limited few. Uni-
versities aré crammed to their
limits. They turn out young men
and women burning to place
China on an equal technological
footing with the Western world
and' science is their fetish.

Peiping University is one of 16
in China which have been reor-
ganized since the Communists
took. over. It concentrates on
training specialists . for research
and teaching work in the fields
of the retical and basic science.
The number of laboratories has
increased in eight years to 210
from 20. 3

Departments at the University

|of Peiping include a school of

journalism, where 350 students
are being_trained for jobs with
newspapers, news agencies .and
radio. The head of the depart-
ment outlined to me the Commu-
nist approach to journasism.

ception, it is part of ‘the political
struggle in the class society.
“The press of a given class
shall serve its own interests and
that is why in China there are

‘newspapers serving the trade

unions, youth, women and the
party. We think that the press is
one of the superstructures of the
state and has a given economic
objective.”

Twenty-one per cent of the uni-
versity’s students are 'women,
and most of them are in .their
early 20s.

Failures are usually advised to
go into factories or to work on
the farm, not always a pop-
ular suggestion. One Western ob-
server suggested to me that this
would become an increasing pro-
blem, as there wgre many who,
having gone part way in their
search of education, would be
loath to turn back to a life of
manual lagor.

POLITICAL TALKS

As everywhere in China, pol-
itcal education is a constant
theme, and most students devote
two four-hour periods each week
to political discussion and exposi-
tion of the party policies.

But science is seen as commu-
nism’s hand-maiden and the im-
pact of this belief is felt far out-
side the walls of the universities.
Bookstalls are filled with books
and magazines devoted to rocket
and planetary travel, and the So-
viet Sputnik is a favorite topic of
cartoons.

In Shanghai, the former home
of a British tycoon has been
taken over as a youth palace
where young people have hobby
clubs. The model aircraft section
has a squadron of jet planes, pre-
sented by Russia, capable of
sspeeds of up to 200 miles an hour.

With gambling illegal, the
Shanghai race course now is an
arena for ceremonial parades.
Its grandstand accommodates
spectators for the baskethall
courts in front of it, the turf club
is a museum and the dog racing
track has been transformed into
a theatre seatng more than 14,-

Journalism is that merely of a|000

Shanghal. Movie theatres draw
capacity audiences, but the film
fare almost always is devoted to
some theme demonstrating the
virtues of the Communist society.
Live theatre is much the same,
though traditional Chinese opera
still has its staunch following.
Drinking excess is frowned on
—but a quart of cheap beer can
be had for about 15 cents, whisky
of 60-per-cent alcohol content for
75 cents and sorghum wine in a

crockery bottle for $2. Outside
the doomed capitalist class there
is no private ownership of cars
in China. Most are maintained
for government departments and
the use of senior officials.

There is great emphasis on
physical fitness. Executives in
big state organizations join their
staffs in daily physical training
breaks, and all office workers
are encouraged to join in manual
labor of some sort twice
monthly.

People laugh' and love and
have fun in China just as they
do everywhere else in the world,
but never are they far from the

giant political machine. The goal
is: China a great world power

soon; equal footing with any na-
tion in the world now.
