The intention
of the Law was that the Act should be sell-sustaining, as
was said by the hon. Leader of the Opposition, and not
that ouve portion of the people should be made to bear
the burdens of another. How is it to be on an Kstate
where the Proprietor will not sell 2 Are these people to
continue te pay rent, and also to bear their full share of
the loss incurred by the Governmeunt on estates upon
which a loss may take place ? The Selkirk Ketate wmust be
rather a happy place to live in just now, for there secms
10 be a great many who feel an interest in it; but 18
there no wilderness land in that part of the country?
[f the luw weans that the whole estate is not to pay
wore thao it cost how is the goveruwest to ascertaw
this until the widervess land on it is all di-posed of,
and the pay received? | wost hear some further
arguments, and bave fuiler information on this subjeet,
before | can decide how to vute iu the matter.

Hon. Mr. Hexperson.—The hon. member for Crapaud
enquires . how the affuirs of an estate can be wound up
uniil it is all =old and the mon:y received ? But Sir, it
the scttlement of this question is to be left open until
this is sccomplished it wuil tead 10 other and more serious
difficulties It would in my epinion, do more injiry to
suspend the final pricing of the lund until the whole is
sold, than to put & fixed price upen it at ouce. To wait
until the whole is rold would lead to many difficulties;
iherefore it 1s much berter to settle the matier now,
that is, #o far as this can be donc by safe and just
legislation, thau 10 deer the matter any louger.
