The means-test allowance is a
maximum $60 a month for single
recipient and *108 for married
veterans. It was increased last
yedr from $50 and $90 monthly.

The income ceiling, above which
the, allowance is reduced, is $840
a year for single persons and
$1,340 for married veterans.

Transport
Controller
Milner Quits

OTTAWA (CP) Transport
Controller Roy W. Milner, who an-
nounced his resignation Friday
during a stormy session of the
Commons agricultural committee,
will become the next chief of the
board of grain commissioners, it
was disclosed Friday.

The 64-year-old grain authority
who acts in a dual role of con-
troller and board member will suc-
ceed D. G. MacKenzie as head
of the hoard when the 69-year-old
Mr. MacKenzie retires at the end
of the year.

This was disclosed by Hazen Ar-
gue (CCF—Assiniboia) when he
praised Mr. Milner and wished
him well in his new promotion.

Earlier, another CCF member,
Mervyn Johnson of Kindersley,
Sask., sparked a bitter exchange
when he charged that the control-
ler did not ‘give a hoot” for
Prai-ie grain producers but was
concerned only for the millers,

The charge developed out of
CCF criticism of federal policy in
the handling of boxcars for Prai-
rie grain. The CCF claimed that
this policy had led to a shortage
of cars for south and southwest.

But there had been
a six-week period last spring when
he had been “let down badly” by
the CPR when he requested an
increased flow of CPR cars.

Clarie Gillis (CCF Cape
Breton South), First World War
army sergeant, urged that war
veterans allowances be paid wid-
ows of Imperial veterans who died
before completing 20 years’ res-
idence in Canada to qualify. In
many cases, the husband had
died 18 or 19 years after arriving,
just missing the 20-year qualifica-
tion.

He also asked Col Lapointe to
press Defence Minister Campney
to bring servicement within the
scope of the Unemployment In-
surance Act.

Mr. Gillis said that when ser-
vice leave the forces they of-
ten are without a job.
