A despatch in a New York fur
magazine states that Japan has
started to export ranch mink skins
for this season in small quantities.
The average price is reported to
pe about $82 per skin. About five
years hence the ranches in Hokaido
will be able to produce approxi-
mately 30,000 pelts a year for ex-
port, according to figure compiled
by the Japan Raw Fur Associa-
tion. The survey shows that 319
breeders have been importing since
1958. More than half of their mink
have been brought in by Toho
Mink Company and the rest have
been divided between Hokaido gov-
ernment and other smaller ran-
ches. This is just one small mink
breeding establishment in Japan
but we understand it has been
financed by American money.

This is
not to say that raw, thoroughly
washed beef tripe cannot be used
but it would be somewhat of a
gamble at this time to feed breed-
er mink any tripe that is not en-
tirely clean. The heat treatment
used in scalding tripe will not
destroy silbestrol but does help to
get a clean product.

examined under a microscope,
which is the only definite way
of being sure that the animal
was not suffering from rabies
Tiny ‘‘negri bodies” indicate the
presence of the live rabies virus,
which has been found in the body
of a dead dog that had been bur-
ed for 44 days, and in the body
of a dead rabbit that was huried
21 days bhefore the examination.
Rabies was prevalent throughout

the United States in 1900. Much
has been accomplished in the
control of epidemics throughout

the country, but serious outhreaks
have occurred in many of the
large cities of both the United
States and Canada.
