A new type of street lighting !s
being tried out on Kent Street by
the. Maritime Electric Company on
request of the Light Committee of
the City Council. The installation
is a single unit of a mercury vapor
non-glare light which may at sight
be -compared with the standard in-
stallations in the area. This type
of light is used extensively in the
business sections in larger centres,
but used more sparingly in the
residential areas.

The light rating i8 450 watts as
compared with the 300 at present
used as top power locally but the
new light is rated to last about
three times as long as the lights
now in use. The new globe is 12 x
18 compared with the ten inch
diameter of the present standard.

On the South, or sunny side of
each corridor there is a day-room
or semi-recreational centre 27 x 23.
Provision is made for disturbed

and at the East and West ex-
tremities of the wings, respective-
ly, there is a recreational centre
0 x 30 for them.

The general offices are located
in the rotunda at the main en-
trance. Here there is a waiting
room, the office of the Medical
Superintendent, business offices and
general medical office. The stairs
to the upper area is located here.
Provision is made for insulin shock
treatment, x-Ray, cardiagraph,
and other special requirements.
Visiting doctors will treat patients
in the special area provided for
dental, ear, eyes, nose and throat
ailments. Other necessary features
provided are, Director of Nurses
offices,
lockers, waiting room for minor
operations, sterilizing rooms, con-
sulting rooms and doctors phar-
macy.

An area devoted to student train-
ing is also provided, where teach-
ing is conducted, demonstrations
given etc. Head Nurse offices are
provided for in both wings.

All new patients will receive a
complete check on enteringy to de-
termine if they can be treated in
the new building by the new and
advanced equipment. Similarly, pa-
tients in the old building will be
carefully checked so that all will
be subject to such advanced treat-
ment if it is recognized that good
will result.

ADDED FEATURES

Several features have been added
to the general layout which are
designed to meet local conditions.
One main kitchen will be able to
take care of all meals and by in-
cluding a new staff dining room
the situation in this respect is ex-
pected to be vastly improved. This
will be in cafeteria style. A half-
underground tunnel ramp will run
from the kitchen to each wing
where the patients’ meals will be
conveyed in aluminum rubber tired
carts to the serving kitchens.
These tunnels will also be used
as walk-ways on which the patients
can take exercise during bad wea-
ther.

Adequate fire protection and a
sprinkler system will be installed,
in addition to the nigg exits on the
ground floor, Heating will be from
the new central plant erected in
the hospital area last year.
