Reply to “Impartiality.”

Sir,—Your correspondent “Impartial-
ity” in yesterday's EXAMINER was in too
much haste to ventilate his supposed facts
anent the Briggs case and the Presbyterian
(General Assembly. Aa impartial ecritic
would wait to see what action the Assembly
would take in reference to such as violated
its rules after euflicient proof had bun
given. ‘Where has the Presbyterian Assem
bly winked at such infraction of its rules ?
Does he know of any esss of such laxity ?
He says that all the world knows that
Presbyterian ministers subscribe to one
thing and teach the reverse. This is a very
grave charge and should not be made with-
out proof. I look in vain for the proof. It
is ot there. The mere quotation of the
confession, or the doctrine of predestina-
tion is not proof that ministers generally
disbelieve in it Lat him state his
suthorities. The ounly proof admissible
in the <case is the production
of one or more ministers names, who have
trangressed and after full proof was given,
were allowed to retain their places. The
Presbyterian church is this day more pow-
erfal for good than at any previous period.
Its membership is incressing as rapidly
as most other churches.  Its contnbutions
to missionary and charitable objects are
growing. The morals of its ministers and
members compare favorably with those of
any other church. How then, can your
correspondent stigmatise its ministers as
guilty of base deception! Let him come
on with his proof, The Presbyterian
church is not alone in maintaining the doc-
trine of predestinatien. The 17th article
of the Church of England is nearly as
strong as the 3rd and 4th sections of the
I11 chapter of Westminister Confession.
It is too long to quote in extenso here, but
I commend it to ** Impartiality.” Let him
study it. The Godly consideration of it is
full of sweet comfort to Godly persons.
Let him have the benefit. Perhaps he
may tell all the world how many of the
ministers of his own church teach it,though
they have subscribed to them.
