CLEVELAND (AP)—Steel mag-
azine predicts the wholesale price
index on all commodities other
than farm products and food will
rise another 3.9 points by the end
of 1957,

With 1947-49 as 100, the index
will be 1204 by next Jan. 1, the
magazine says. At the end of 1956
it was 125, an increase of nearly
five points in a year.

The metalworking trade weekly
says its previous prediction of a
$5 to $6 per ton increase in the
baes price of steel around mid-
year will be reflected in a four
to five-per-cent increase in the
prices of metalworking industrial

products.

Steel production fell a half point
last week to 92.5 per cent of capac-
ity, with a yield of 2,367,528 tons,
the magazine reports. The easing
of production continued downward
pressure on scrap prices.

The magazine's composite price
on steel remained at $139.71 a net
ton, but the scrap price fell $2.67
{o $45 a gross ton.

Arctic Seas

OTTAWA (CP)—The Arctic seas
are considered Canadian territorial
waters, Prime Minister St. Laur-
ent reiterated Saturday in the
Commons.
