NEW DELHI, (AP) — Prime
Minister Nehru gave his support
Thursday to a proposal for a law
permitting divorce by mutual con-
sent.
He told Parliament: “I am ab-
solutely convinced that by bring-
ing in.divorce you make for happier
marriage normally.”

He added that while he agreed
that a reason.for divorce was that
two persons cannot continue to live
together in peace and amity, “at
the same time one should allow
that.”

“I welcome therefore, the amend-
ment which gives a years time
living apart before divorce is pos-
sible.”

PRETORIA, South Africa (Reu-
ters)—Interior Minister Theophilus
Donges said Thursday that the
government is studying legislation
designed "to prevent ‘‘unfriendly
persons from leaving the country
and - harming South Africa.” A
number of Africans have reached
Russia and other Communist coun-
tries recently althaugh they did not
have passports, he told a Nation-

alist party congress here.

WASHINGTON, (AP)— A chem-
ical originally developed as a rat
killer hasbeen called a new aid in
peventing blood clots in patients
with certain types of heart and
blood vessel disease, the Second
World .Congress of Cardiology was
told Thursday.

Dr. Shepard Shapiro of New
york said the chemical is “War-
farin,” originally prepared by Prof
Karl Paul Link as a weapon against
rats. \

Against rodents, it causes fatal
hemorrhages. Given to humans in
controlled doses, it can interfere
wita clotting yet have only a lim-
itec undené' to cause bleeding.
Its action can be reversed by ad-
ministering vitamin K.

In another report to the con-
gress, Dr. Geoffrey Bourne of Lon-
don said airplane trips offer no
more than “a very moderate risk”
to people with heart disease, es-
pecially in modern pressurized air-
craft.
