Joe also gave the 3-year-old
stallion Home Free a trotting rec-
ord of 1.59 3/5 in a winning race
at Lexington, Ky., and he was
sold to an Italian syndicate for
$60,000. The Camp stable paid
the most money for colts, two
yearlings costing $45,000 each, s
yearling filly $35000, another
yearling colt $21,000 and two more
fillies $10,000 each. Diamond Hal's
winnings totalled $75,000.
