Several men one evening In
London were discussing the age-
old question, “It you had the privi-
lege of choosing would you care
to live your life over again? A
lawyer, a clergymsan, and a suc-
cessful business man were talking
the matter over, and they all sald
“No”, They were like men who had
seen a play and did not care to
see It over again—one visit was
enough,

This {8 a questicn that youth
does not ask, for their thoughts
are long, long thoughts. “It s
when life sicpes to the west that
one asks this question. It does not
mean that life has been uninter-
esting, or not worth while. 1t s
nature’s way of reconciling us to
our lot, We bow in submission to
the order of %hings.

Nor must this question be con-
fused with that other—a cynical
one—“is life worth living?”
according to the Bible story,
cursed the day of his birth and we
are told that Dean Swift reccg-
nized his birthday as a day of
mourning.

Lord Byron said many hopeless
things among them this—
‘“There's not a joy the world can

give like that it takes away

When the glow of early thought
declines in feelings dull de-
cay. . . o

As springs in deserts found seem
sweet, all brackish though
they be.

So midst the withered waste of
life, those tears would flow
for me.”

“The worm, the canker and the
grief” were his alone.

Did rot Sir Thcmas Browne say
that he wished that he could be-
queath his mind to . some but
that would take the interest out of
life, because the uncertainty and
the experiment which we have to
make gives life its interest. Some
one has sald, —“Take away the
upcertainty of life and ycu take
away all the magic.” The mathe-
matical genius cannot bequeath
his ability to his son, thé lad must
begin with the multiplication
table and go on from strength to
strength.

The Bible truth is evident here,
“Every man must bear his own
burden, and while there are bur-
dens which we may share, there
is.one that is unshiftable,—a per-
sonal responsibility. .

If life were to be llved over
again it “would need to be lived on
the same unknown terms that we
knew or it would not be worth
living at all. But like Charles
Lamb we would miss “the old
familiar faces”, and would be
homesick on the earth.

We are interesting to our con-
temporaries and they are inter-
esting to us. Old mother nature
is a wise old dame and she causes
us to pass this way but once. The
dolls a little girl played with and
the hats wnd balls that interested
the little boy are laid away, and
we do not find them in later
years sitting down and weeping,
because they dre done with them.
Nature attends to that, and every
stage in the human journey has
interests of its own. - .

I recall in my school days an
old man passing where we were
playi=z ball and he sald some-
what cynically, “Boys play on; it
is the happlest time you will ever
have. It was happy and care-free,
but still after all these years I
can honestly say that youth did
not exhaust all the happiness that
life had to give; for every action
of our years has its own charm.
Marcus Aurelius tells how 1t {a
possible to live our life over again
—'Come,” he says, “and I will tell
you how you may live your time
over again. Do but recollect, and
review what you have seen al-
ready, and the work is done.”

The old Rabbi, Ben Ezra, was
wise and he said:
“As 1t was better, youth

- Thoughts For Our Time

Charity is the name for Chris-
tian love, but there is perhaps no
word in our language which, in
the course of time, has suffered
such an ‘utter perversion of its
true meaning. Today charity very
seldom indicates love, It indicates
handouts of one kind or ancther,
The word “love” today is ‘usually

associated with either senti-
mentality or sex.

We still speak of love being]|.
the greatest thing in the wcrld,

but when we do, we do not mean
that sex or sentiment are the
world's most priceless treasures,
the greatest of God's gifts to man
or the chief of the Christian vir-
tues, We are quite conscious that
we are speaking of something else,
something which we might be
hard put to define, something
which we are conscious that we
have to a great extent lost. There
is & vacuum in our lives. Withcut
knowing it, perhaps, we mean the
love that is charity.

Charity ~ does include alms-
giving, but it is not restricted to
that. Giving to the poor is char-
ity but it is not the whole of it.
Collections for the afflicted either
here or abroad are called charity,
because it is not done in the spirit
of love. A very sizeable portion of
our taxes go to support organized
charities, .and we know that taxes
are paid rather gurdgingly.

Charity today means giving
money to someone. That there is
need for this, no one can deny.
Human need today is very great,
but godless materialism has -suc
ceeded in isolating our hearts
from others so that we have be-
come self-contained units and all
appeals to us have to be colcred
by self-interest, Charities today to
some extent are intended to salve
our consciences for our rude treat-
ment of our fellow-men. It is not
unknown that huge amounts of
money have been given in “char-
ity” by men who refused to pay
those who worked for them a
living wage. The slogan of many
fund-raising - campaign orators
is “give to save your own necks.”
We feed the hungry so that they
won't become Ccmmunists and
disturb our self-complacency and
the prevalent social crder.

Brothers Need Help

Charity is surely something
other than that. Charity means
giving because our brothers in
Christ need our help. It means
that we are affected and afflicted
because members of our own fam-
ily suffer. In the Christlan world
the poor, the weak, the afflictec
are our brothers. It is only when
we recognize that, that charity
can be love. Surely we should
have something else besides a

handout for our own flesh and
blood in the family of God"
children, :

Charity is something different

from the brotherliness of the fra-
ternal arganization in which men
meet at a superficial level of hue
man life and in which they are
too frequently unconcerned With
the deep personal needs and wants
of others.
Charity 1is almost directly ope«
pcsed to the notion of the self-suf«
ficient life. This is spiritual isola«
tionism and the death-knell of
real love, The real basis for char.

Must Be Universal

Charity, too, has to be universal,
It is not only the poor who need
charity. How many of the wealthy
there are who violently destroy
themselves. Perhaps there never
was love in their lives, How poor

they really are. Everycne needs
charity, the rich, as well as the
poor, saints as well as sinners, our
enemies as well as our friends,
Charity is not something which
we are free to practice, or mnot
practice, if we are to remain
Christians. It is not a matter of
personal whim. It is the mark by
which Christ’s disciples are to be
known. Not to have -charity is to
dissociate oneselt from Cchrist.
Charity, finally, has to cease to
be concerned with whether peo-
ple -are worthy of it or not. Pro-
bably, in a lot of cases, people
don’t deserve love. But do we de-
serve it from God, Yet a Christian
life is intolerable without the rea<
lization that God loves us, how=
ever little we deserve it. We
should try to love man after the
manner in which God loves us,
