Mr. Davies considered that a tunnel to
be of any service at all, should be of a
size that would cost 15 to 20 millions at |
least. Catechized by Sir Hibbert Tupper, |
Mr. Davies said that he was not ¢ pposed
to the tennel—he had not expressed any
opiaion—neither would he say it was |
feasible, as he was not a scientist; but the |
Government had been playing with this
question for years, and were making pol
itical capital out of it by spending few
thousands a year; but they have mo inten-
tion of building the tunnel as they have |
shown by their acts.

County, as it is the shipping port for
much of the produce of the other two
countries. He further stated that no port
on the Island, not even Summerside or
Charlottetown, shipped as much produce
as Montague, considering that all the
freight from that port is hauled there by
the farmers in their carts, from the sur-
rounding country. They had no railway
accommaodation, and no place to draw
from except the surrounding country; vet
there were more vessels loaded there in
the course of a season than in any other
port on the Island. Grand River was also
a place of growing importance, where fish-
ing was carried on successfully.

The Mob and the Police.

PARTICULARS CONCERNING SANTO

Sympathy of the Canadian Government
and People.

Lyoxs, June 26.

Lyons, last eveniug, was vucied ly
alternate periods of perfect quiet and in-
tense excitement. Karly in the evemng
mobs burned down the [talian grocery in
Rne Cuvier and the Italian Musical
Society’s Hall in Rue Magenod. The mob
was then dispersed by the police.

The police have succeeded in obtaining
the following information in regard to the
movements of the assassin Santo: After
leaving Ttaly be lived at different towns in
Lauranne and in Geneva, Switzerland,
and afterwards in Lyons. From this c¢ity
he went to Celte, France, where he spent
last year working as a baker. He reached
Lyons from Celte on Sunday evening. He
was unkaown to the police of Celte as a
mi‘itant anarchist. He was a great
realer and outspoken only when arch
theories were discussed.

Otraws, June 26.
