ADELAIDE, Australia -!Reu-
ters)—Government officials and
scientists have perverted ‘‘the
integrity of science by half-
truths and downright lies” dur-
ing the controversy over the ef-
fects of nuclear fallout, Profes-
sor Marcus Oliphant said Wed-
nesday.

Oliphant, " director of. the re-
search school of bphysical sci-
ences at the Australian National
University, Canberra, was mak-
ing the presidential address at
the opening of the annual con-
gress of the Australian and New
Zealand Association for the Ad:
vancement of Science.
