Decide On All-
Canadian St.
Lawrence Seaway

OTTAWA (CP) — Canada has
told the United States formally
that it is over-riding U.S. objec-
tions and going ahead -with pre
liminaries for an all-Canadian St.
Lawrence Seaway route, it was
learned Wednesday, 4

The two countries have been
tussling inconclusively over the
issue for a couple of years. Can-
ada's definite stand was made
known in an exchange of diplo-
matic notes. :

In the exchange it was under-
stood the U.S. continues its pro-
test against the Canadian plan but
will not try to block it.

Canada’s action will add some
$17,000,000 to the over-all cost of
the $900,000,000 hydro - navigation
project, but will set the stage for
an eventual all-Canadian seaway
independent of shipping facilities
on the U.S. side of the St. Law-
rence in the international rapids
section, ’

It consists, for the present, of
dredging out a 27-foot-deep chan-
nel into the Cornwall, Ont., area
of the river. This will set up that
area for later carrying of deep-
sea vessels through the interna-
tional section on the Canadian
side.

The existing plan for the sea
way calls for taking shipping past
Cornwall on the U.S. side of the
river, through locks being built by
the U.S. government,

About 40 miles upriver, ships
will go through a single lock on the
Canadian side at Iroquois.

In a report Wednesday to the
federal-provincial agricultural con-
ference, the agriculture prices sup-
port board said it s butter holdings
at the end of November were 82,
000,000 pounds compared to 93,-
000,000 a year earlier

The board, which pays the fed-
eral support price of 58 cents a
pound for surplus butter, bought
66,000,000 pounds this year.

Its report, presented by board
Secretary-Manager A. H. Turner,
said 51,000,000 pounds of 1955 butter’|

May 1. This was offered for sale

up to June 6 at 56 cents a pound
while 1956 butter was being bought
for 58 cents a pound. :

“When this program was com-
pleted the board held approxi-
mately 25,000,000 pounds of 1955
butter and the balance of its stocks
were of 1956 make."

The report said the board con-
tinued to sell butter to Canadian
institutions such as hospitals at a
discount of 21 cents a pound and
that these sales have been run-
ning at about 7,000,000 pounds a
year to more than 2,000 institutions
across Canada.

The government last May 1 ex-
tended its butter price support
program through April 30, 1958.

of all the city’s shops.

A second mob ransacked a drug-
store where the stock ranged from
toothbrushes to shoes.

The imminent withdrawal of all
British-French forces has stiffened
Egyptian resistance against co-op-
eration with them.

British French headquarters
barred servicemen from patroniz-
ing all local businessmen, even
pedlars.

The British and French said
Port Said’s governor, Mohammed
Riad, told the shopkeepers to defy
the military.

The harbor, crowded with what
