and that the Russians would never
ave moved so brutally against
Hungary if invasion forces hadn't
landed in the canal zone.
| But the neutralist countrics were
| sickened with the rest of the world
| by the events of Hungary, a coun-
| try united in bravery and in its
hatred of Russian domination but
|lacking the poker-player coolness
which enabled Poland’s Wladyslaw
Gomulka to win his country a
measure of freedom and keep it
intact.

Credit for the small measure of
peace gained belonged in large
part to the United Nations. But
the world organfzation showed its
weaknesses as well as its strength.
While blue-helmeted UN soldiers
were keeping order in the Middle
East, not one UN observer had
been able to get into Hungary, de-

spite UN condemnation of Russia
and the puppet government in-
stalled by the Soviet Union.
THOUSANDS FLEE

The Hungarians themselves told
the story of their uprising—told it
more graphically than would have
peen possible in an official report
—by streaming across the border
into Austria by the thousands as
refugees from communism. Those
‘\\hn stayed behind were far from
| surrender. Though they had bled
too much for any more warfare
they continued to use the Commu-
nist weapon of the general strike
and used it effectively.

Britain and France, while bow-
ing to the United Nations, re-
| mained firm in their argument
| that by going to war they had pre-
| vented wholesale war, and pointed
to the Russian infiltration in the
!Middle East and the modern ar-
| senal the Russians had put at Nas-
ser’'s disposal.

The strain of Suez sidelined
Prime Minister Eden temporarily
| when total exhaustion forced him
| to fly away for a holiday in the
| West Indies. But when he returned
| he held the same view he had ex-
| pressed earlier in a political ad-
dress.
| “We make no apology,” he said,
| “and will never make one, for the
action which we and our French
allies took."

The dual drama obscured seri-
ous sores in other parts of the
world. The EOKA underground on
Cyprus, the Mediterranean island
which was the jumping-off base
for the action in Egypt, fought on
for political union with Greece:

54 Accidental
Deaths In Canada
Over The Holiday

At least 54 persons died accl
dental deaths in Canada during
the Christmas holiday weekend.
A Canadian Press survey which
started at 6 p-m. local time Fri-
day showed that 39 persons died
in traffic mishaps, eight in fires
and another nine were killed in
miscellaneous  accidents up to
8:30 p.m. EST Christmas Day.
The survey ends at midnight Box
ing Day.

The Canadian Highway Safety
Council said 90 persons may di
in traffic accidents during the five-
day holiday. In the four-day 1955
holiday 69 persons died accidently
Prince Edward Island did not
have a fatality. Manitoba did not
record a traffic death.

Ontario with 16 deaths, 13 of
them on the highways, was fok
lowed by British Columbia where
13 persons died. Nine of the British
Columbia deaths were in traffic.
Six traffic fatalities were re
corded in Quebec, four in Saskat-
chewan, three in Alberta, two in
Newfoundland and one each in
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
Three persons died in fires in
British Columbia, two in a single
New Brunswick blaze and one each
in fires in Ontario, Manitoba and
Saskatchewan.

Hunting accidents took two lives,
one each in Quebec and Nova Sco
tia.
