At Dividing Of The Ways

The Associated Press asked
presidents of leading U.S. rail-
roads to state their views on
the future of railroading, faced
with ever - increasing competi-
tion. They are outlined in the
following story.

NEW YORK (AP) — Planes,

‘e;]fast week six eastern United
States railroads asked the Inter-
state Commerce Commission to in-
crease first-class fares by a whop-
ping 45 per cent. They admit this
is a bold step and some rallmgn,
looking at comparably lower air-
line fares, say it would mean the
end of long-haul train travel.

Do the railroads stand at an
historic junction Where do they
go from here Is the Pullman car
becoming obsolete?

The Associated Press asked
presidents of leading rail lines to
supply the answers. _'l‘heir repligs
all agree on one point: The rail-
roads are in deep trouble as far
as passenger operations go. '

Some say they are operating
their passenger service at a direct
out-of-pocket loss. Others make a
small profit, but none say profits
are big enough to pay the fully-
rated share of line maintenance
and overhead.

The trend developed while plane
and first class rail fares were
closely competitive. The proposed
eastern rail increase would give
airlines a huge price advantage
in their campaign to get an even
bigger share of passenger busi-

ness.
STILL HOPEFUL

Railroad officials in other parts

of the United States say they have
no plans to join the eastern lines
in seeking a huge fare boost, but
are pinning their hopes for pas-
senger profits on long-haul first-
class trains.
. President Robert §. Macfar-
lane of the Northern Pacific re-
ported, ‘‘in our case this is the
class of business which has in-
creased in recent years.

For the Union Pacific, another
line running transcontinental
trains, president A. E. Stoodard
replied:

“A favorable trend to patronize
good trains would indicate to me
that this passenger problem at
least as far as our own railroad
is concerned, should hold some
possibility of a satisfactory solu-
tion.” .

OTTAWA (CP) — Progressive
Conservative members Friday
complimented the government on
a measure which they said recog-
nizes the Opposition’s arguments
that greater Canadian ownership
in Canadian subsidiaries of United
States corporations should be en-
couraged.
