CENSURE AND WARNINGS.

ArchMshop Oleary's
Begnrding

Kixosrex, Ont,, Ost. 25.—Conxiderable
comment has been caused by the promul-
gation of a mandate by Arehbishep Cleary
relating to Protestant marriage and funeral
ceremonies and the duty of Carbolics in
regard to them. The mandate reads:

“ We have been much grieved and the
conscience of cur Catholic people has besn
shocked by a gross scandal which took
place in this, our metropolitan city, qnete
recently, and which indeed was the occa-
gion of our addressing vou this pastorial
letier of inatruction on the sacredness of

Frolestant Ceremonles,

matrimony as a sacrament of grace
instituted by our Divine Lord for
the esanctification of the family and
the regeneration of saciety,

A marriage was t> be performed here
sccording to announcement on a oertain
day. The contracting parties are non- Oath-
olice, members of some little sect. Tae
preachér who prorounced the farm of
contract is likewice sn sdherewt of that
sect, #0 aleo the majority of the spectators,
Throughout the ceremony, from beginniog
to end, there wa & no reference whatever to
the sacrament of matrimony ner to the
supernatural graces it communicates
from the Redeemer’s wounds to the iwo
souls entering into wedlock. Kvery word,
every act, all tha circumstances were in
accord with the profession or creed of
those who took part in the ceremoay, that
the marriage of two Christiaus is not a
sacrament; that our Lord Jesua Christ did
not attach to it auy sacramental grace;
that it is a mera secular contract, nota
whit more sacred than the marriageof any
two heathens.  If it be only a secular or
worldly engagemeut, there seems to be no
reason why a church should be selected as
the place of its celebration rather than the
city hall or the opera house. Moreover, if
marriage is not a sacrament it is resciod-
able by the authority of the stste, in like
manner a8 every other worldly contract is
nubject to the civil power for the rezulation
of it8 conditions of validity, and conse-
quently may be disselved by the same
power whensoever the gentlemen repre-
senting the state have found,or fancy they
bave found, sufficient cause,for the dissole-
tion.”
MARKIAGE I® SACRAMENTAL.

“Tt i the blood of Jesua Ohriat, the Sen
of God, sealing the matrimonial contract
that gives it inviolability and peremptorily
excludes the state and the politicians from
all the power to lay unholy hands on it:
{What God bath put together lét vo man
put asunder.) Hence it is that in every
country where the sacramental character
of matrimony is ignored or denied the

| politician= of latter times take the whols

matter into their own haods, makes lawe
regulating the requirements for validity of
the contract, and issne bills of divores for
the severence of ihe conjugal band. T this
they may seem to be logical ; and iwtruth
if the marriage be only be a profane con -
tract it i subject to their power like every
other civil engaaement. But if the con-
tracting parties be validly baptized persons
their marriage is & sacrament, whether
they or the politicians think so er not.
For the Catholic Church speaking as the
witnees of Jegus Christ and His rewslstion
teaches and bes tanght from the earliest
days of Christianity that the marriage
contract between two baptized persons is
always a sacrament, whether it be received
worthily or mot; that the contract and the
sacrament are inseparable from eson other,
thd contract 'oeing itself the sscrament
and the sacrament being itself the con-
tract.

CATHOLICS MAY NOT ASSIST.

“If non-Catholics are saticfied with a
mere recnlar oootract of marriage we will
uot quarrel with theza on the subject. We
bave peitherthe right nor the power to
force the gifts-of God upon them. But it
is the right anéi indispensable duty of the
rulers of the Catholic Church to prevent
her children frem taking part in any
proceeding that conflicts with their Cathc-
lic faith and degrades what they believe to
be & sacrament instituted by our Lord
Jesus Christ for the sanctification of the
souls of men, Itis deplorable that anv
Catholics =hovnld assist at a ceremony
whieh robs Christian marriaze of its
sacramental character thereby bringing it
down to the level of a wmarket bargain,
and making it rescindable, thus opening
wide the door for adulterous concubinage.
By such an act he dishonore the all-koly
Redeemer of the world, who is the author
of every aacrament and of all grace. Tt is
still more deplorable, and wmore’ heinously
eriminal before God and men, that a
Catholic lady should not merly aseist ae
spectator of such a sceae, but should drese
herself up as one of the actresses in the
drama, and parade herself on the platform
as one of the principal performers.

in these countries know and claimn to be ot
uo service to the dead. Here again we
attribute vo blame to those who throngh
ignorance of the Christian reiigion dishe-
Dieve the revealed doctrines of purgatory
and interceseory prayer and the communion
of suints. We muet, however, reprehiend
with all euthority those Cuatholics who
show 8o little respect for themeelves and
their religion a8 to participate in a
performance of this kiod. directly at
variance with fundamental
dogmas. The docirine of & middle state,
wherein holy souls that have passed
away from us in God’s peace aud charity
are pertectly purified before admission to
the abode of bheavenly glory, ‘into which
nothing defiled shall enter’; likewine the
doctrine of relief being given to those
suffering #aints by our pious sufirages,
through the holy Mass and supplicatory
prayer and fasting aod alms-deeds and
other good worke; moreover, the ainth
article of the Aposiles creed, attirming the
‘cowtaunion of saints,; all these cardinel
truths of Christianty so sslutary to our
decensed friends and o sweet and solacing
to the living, are excluded most distinctly
and pertinaciously from that cold, dry,
heartless and wewmeaning ceremouny paradsd
before the world as ‘a service for the
dead.’

the religion of his baptism, and defying
the laws of holy church, and giving public
ecandal before society, and we furthermore
reserve to ourself alone the power to ab-
solve from this heinous erime.

“May Ged’s peace and blessing be upon
us sil, for the preservation of eur holy
faith in &} its puritv, and the heliness of
our flives mato the day of eternity.

“This pastoral instruction, with its
mandate, shall be read, aud its several
parts famdliarly explained by each priest
to hia cougregation as seon @s may be
couwenient after its reception.

THE FAMINE IN IRELAND,
Reports | DiTer as to the Needs of the
PFegple of the Emerald Isle,

Drsrix,Oct. 26.—There are two sides to
the question of the famine io Ireland. One
side 18 that of the government, which
claims that the famine iz exploited by pol:-
ticians as an argument again+st the admin-
istration of Ireland. The other eids, held
by many of the clergy. politiciaus and
people, is that it is certain there will be
great distress through large sections of the
country. A meeting of Roman Catkelic
prelates was held at Mayoooth last week
and thoee present adopted resolutions that
the Archbishop and Bishop of Ireland
deem it their daty to present to the gow-
ernment a statement of their couvietion,
formed on the persosalknowledge of reven
members of that body, that the failure
of the potatoand ceresl crop in many dis-
tricts, partieularly on the southern and
western coasts, muet Jead to great distress
and unless espeedy measures  (f
reliefare adopted, to disastrous conre-
quenencee, the parish priests presiding
urging the government to start relief work
before the people are actually euffecing.

The government officials insist on keep-
ing themaelves fully informed regarding
the conditions prevailing, and will be able
to cope with the distress, but thev eay
they are unable to announce at this time
what districts or how many people will oe
affected.

In New York the heroine of the day is
Miss Julia Bennett, a young English dreea-
maker’s assistant, only 17 years old, who
has just made herzelf famous by going to
the aid of a constable whom she saw being
savagely attacked by two men.
