Sre,—As secretary of the Charicttetown
Branch of the ‘*London Society for Promot-
ing Christianity Amongst the Jews,” of
which Jadgs Hensley is President, I shall
forthwith make my annual calls upon the
friends of the society for the purpose of
reoeiving their contributions. Last April
I remitted to the Society in London $81 63,

The Society is doing @ grand work, aot

only in Jerusalem, but in nearly every part
of the world where Jews are to bs found,
and its claim upon our sympathy and
support is perhaps stronger than
any other missionary society in
existence. If the antiquity of a family
and the great names it can boast aggravate
the eslamity of ita fall, then sucely our pity
for the Hebrew nation, humbled and
ruined, must be of the intensest kind. Th«

haughty noble who traces his descent from
the Plantaganets has not half so good »
lineage as the poorest Jew whom he pities
for his beggary, or whose sordidness he
rebukes with scorn. Though now outcast
and down-trodden for a time they are
destined to rise, not only in the world’s
grandeur and theie restoration to their own
land, but t be true Ilaraelites in the
grandeur of divine ligat and gospel privi-
leges. Inheriting the statesmanship of
Moses, the genius of Ezekiel and Isaish,
the melody of David, the minstrel king
the warriorship of Jushva and the Mic
abees, the marvellous eloquence of Paul.
and withal a wonderful faculty for accumu
lating this world’s wealth, they were the
inheritors of a magnificent hereafter. O1
them, ‘‘as ooncerni the flesh, Christ
came, who is over all God-blessed forever”
—and to them ‘pertain the adoption and
the glory and the covenants, and the
giving of the law, and the service of God
and the promises." By their rejection and
crucifixion of the Christ, the ploughshare of
God's wrath hae been going over them and
their land for centuries, and they have forfeit-
ed the blessings of their glorious heritage,
many of which tor the time being have been
transferred to us. But while as ‘‘ concerning
the Gospel they ars enemies for our sake 4s
touching the election, they are beloved tor the
Father's sake,” and during this dark period of
vutliwry and sufferiag they appeal to us; acd
3t, Paul gives voice to their appeal when he
says, **For as ye in time past have not obey-
ed God, yet now obtained mercy through their
disobedience; even so have these also now not
obeyed, that through your mercy they also
may ebtain mercy.”

It may be »aid that there is « special obdur-
acy in the Hebrew heart, ond that all effort
speat upom them is wasted. This is not so.
The iron hardness is admitted; but multitudes
of them have accepted Christ. There is a
power in the Gospel than can and does break
down all opposition; and that which saved our
fathers and aaves us shall ultimately overleap
all the barriers of Jewish prejudice. The de
generacy of national character, the incrust-
ation of selfish worldiness shall not preventit;
but in dee sorrow for the great wrong they
did to the crucified ‘‘they shall look upon
Him whom they have pierced and mourn as
ope mourneth for an only son,” aad in the
great day when the nations shall go up for the
coronation of the Saviour there shall be the
Jews, eldest born of the world’s aristocracies,
with an ancestry which dates before parch-
ments; foremost tv bow the knee, foremout to
lift the song, foremost te win the world to
Cbrist, foremost to ‘‘ bring forth the royal
diadem and crown Him Lord of all.”
