1t bagtwo pro-
testant churches, one Roman catholic church, and a
seamen’s chapel. The two protestant churches have an
aggregate of 2,959 members. The schools in the town
are—the Ohau Charity School, [exercises conducted in
English,] with 70 pupils ; the Family Boarding School
for the young Chiefs, with 14 pupils ; the Punahou
School, or school for the children of the missionaries,
with 24 pupils; and various schools, for the instruction
of the children generally. At present the town is sup-
plied with competent and skilful house and ship carpen-
ters, cabinet makers, blacksmiths, coopers, masons, pain-
ters, sail-makers, shoe-makers, caulkers, butchers, and
tailors, and a watch-maker and printer.
