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OTTAWA — Canadians who give
ald and ocomfort to countries
which are our enemies in all but
the legal sense of the word will
be liable soon to prosecution for
their actions. That is the intent
hehind an amendment to the
Criminal Code now before Parlia-
ment.

The Government is determined
to put a stop to activitles like
those of elderly Mrs. Norah Kath-
leen Rodd of Windsor, who re-
cently spent three to four weeks
in North Korea investigating the

. “atrocities the American interven-
tionists are perpetrating on Ko-
rean soil.”

One high Government official
told me, “It was just that kind of
case (Mrs. Rodd’s) that we had in
mind when we drafted this legis-
lation,”

As Forelgn Minister Pearson ex-
plained May 25 to the Commons’
committee on external affairs, the
Government couldn't do anything
about Mrs. Rodd and others of
her 1k under existing legislation,
For one thing, Canada is not for-
ally at war with North Korea or
China, so legally those countries
are not enemy states. But the
new law will wipe out this anom-
aly.
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What our fellow-Canadian Nor-
ah Rodd has been up to doesn't
make pleasant reading. As presi-
dent of the Windsor chapter of
the Canadian Congress of Women,
s Communist front organization,
che left Canada by air in April,
ostensibly to take part in Com-
munist May Day celebrations be-
hind the iron curtain.

After she reached Europe, she
blossomed forth as leader of a
ro-called commission ‘set up by the
Tnternational Democratic Women's
Tederation — another Communist
« rganization—to investigate “crimes
'y imperialist interventionists in
Tlorea”. In this role she left
Prague by plane May 11, bound
for Korea.

The Moscow mnewspaper Izvestia
reported May 12 that she had told
a. Tass reporter that “the women
ot Korea requested the Interna-
tional Democratic Women’s Fed-
cration to send & commission so
that the representatives of the
women of other countries could
find out for themselves what at-
rocities the American Interven-
tionists are perpetrating on Ko-
rean soil”

On May 12 Peiping radio broad-
cast comments similar to those in
Jzvestia, which 1t attributed to
her. On May 16 she arrived In
North Korea. On May 21 a Tass
despatch from Pyongvang quoted
her as saying, “Our first impres-
sions are staggering,” and that
“during the day, American planes
strafed peasants .1n.the fields".
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Mrs. Rodd is apparently on her
way home now to her lawyer-
husband in Windsor, for Moscow
radio reported June 13 that she
and other members of her ‘“com-
uission” had held a press confer-
ence in Berlin the previous day.

Five other Canadians who went
overseas in the same BOAC plane
as Mrs. Rodd used, but who are
believed to have proceeded direct-
ly to Moscow for the May Day
celebrations, are already . back in
Canada. They are Alderman Jacob
Penner of Winnipeg, Mr. and Mrs
Fmil Gartner of Toronto, and
Frederick Taylor and Jeanette
Brunelle, both of Montreal.

All got Canadian passports from
the Department of External Af-
falrs in the ordinary way. In fu-
ture, however, such excursionists
behind the iron curtain will find
Ottawa tougher to deal *with.

Unfortunately Mrs. Rodd, who
outdid her travelling companions
in overt disloyalty, will face no
1agal penalty for her actions to
cate. The new law isn't retroact-
jve. But henceforth any such
rooting for the other side. abroad
or in Canada, whether by Mrs.
Rodd or any of her ideological
pals, ean res 1t in swift punitive
action by the police and the

courts.
