BLUEBERRY JELLY

4 cups , (2 1bs) juice, T!2 cups
(3% 1lbs) sugar, 1 bottle liquid
pectin.

To prepare juice. Crush thorough-
ly about 2 quarts fully ripe blue-
berries. Heat, covered, for just 5
minutes, stirring occasionally. Place
in jelly cloth or bag and squeeze
out juice. Measure 4 cups into large
saucepan.

To make jelly. Add sugar to julce
in saucepan and mix well. Place
over high heat and bring to a boil,
stirring constantly. At once stir in
pectin. Then bring to a full roll-
ing boil and boil hard 1 minute,
stirring constantly. Remove from
heat, skim, pour quickly into glass-
es. Paraffin at once. Makes about
12 six-ounce glasses.
