Our letter from Dablin announces that the
Government have institated prosecutions
against the leaders both of the Orangewen
and of the Roman Catholies who were con-
cerned in the recent demoustrations in the
North of Ireland. Io such & resolution shey

be prevented. There can, therefore, bs no
{ question of regard to one party more than
| the other. The “ Queen’s Psace,” is as im-
partial, while it s as essential, as the
clements. It is the neeessary condition of
:civlhz-ed existence, and, no matter whether it
| belendangered by Roman Catholies or Protest-
ants, it most he vindicated. [If it be neces-
| sury to act on these principles anywhere, it
| is doubly necessary in Ireland. In u country
| where there are many subjects of division it
is peculiarly necessary to maintain the only
| alements of agreement. W here religion and
race are such sources of disunion, we must,
{‘u least, insist apon social order. Under
{ whatever circumstances, and whichever may
| bs the party which gives the offence, the
principle of the Party Procession Act muet
be enforeed by anyGovernment that is worthy
of the name,
We must needs say, indeed, that the fact
of such prosecutions being rendered necessary
refl-cte the greatest discredit upon the in-
tluential persons who contine to encourage
theee purty displays. They are perfectly
aware of the fuct on which we are insisting,
—that such displays provoke retaliation and
imperil the peace of Ireland.
| What end, we should like to know, is te
ha gained by these demonstrations? Are the
Roman Catholics of Ulster to be banished to
Coonaught? If not, Roman Catholies and
Protestants must contiue to live together,
and that they may live together in comfort
| and prosperity thoy must refrain from eivil
warfare.  What greater liberty do the
Orangemen want for the maintenance of their
| principles? Not the slightest restriotion is
placed on the free use of their tongues,
thew pens, their votes, and very little
restriction on the use of thewr physicsd
| powers at election times. All lgoy are
asked to do is to abstain from a particular
{sort of behaviour, which is known to be
peculiarly offensive to their adversaries.
The irritation of the Roman Catholics at
such proceedings as those at Bangor, is
perfectly natural. The moet painful snd
| zalling reminiscences in their past history
are thrown in their teeth, and they wre, in »
wanner, publiely insulted.

Irishmen seem te hawe an inveterate
propensity for forming leagues and associa-
tions, xud any trivial subject is enough for &
party fight; buat the feud in the North of
Ireland 18 prompted by & deep and vehement
antagonism, ani, if 1t were not kept under
control, might at sny time break out into
the most disastrous violence. Qutwurd peace,
at least, wmust be preserved in Ireland at all
costs.
