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SIR CHARLES TUPPEK,

About Three Thousand People Pay to
Listen to {he Chieftain.

N. 8., Auguet 28.—8ir
Charies T'upper is nota man whom a
downpour of rain or anything disagrees
able like that prevents from keeping an
appointment, and when he is billed to
speak ia Hulifax anything of this kind
does not prevent a great crowd from going
to hear him. This was demonstrated tos
night, for before eight o'clock rain was
falling eweadily, aod by nine there was a
heavy downpour, yet betwzen 2,000 and
3,000 people paid the admission fee of 25

cents to hear Sir Charles speak at a grand
patriotic concerte The chieftain appeared
oo the band stand apparently in robust
health and not one bit the wcrse of the
accident in Amherst. He wore iu his
buttonhole a carpation snd spoke in
#plendid form,

On the plaiform with him were Mayor
Hamilton, T. E, Kenny, Sir Saafori
Flemwming, Hon. Premier Murray, R. T.
Borden, M. P., B. Rossell, V', P., ex-
Mayor Keefe and othars.

A large representation of the twelve
voluanteers, who returned today frcm Soutk
Africa, headed' by Color Sergeant Eustace,
were there. The proceedings began with
an address to the soldiers, on benalf of the
city, and then a similar address to Sir
Charles Tupper was read. Sir Charles was
very happy in his reply. He thanked the
city of Halifax for this opportunity of
tsking part in a demonstration in honor
ot our boye in South Africa, and for giv-
ing him a share in & movement 10 erect a
memorial in Halifax in honor of their
bravery. The war in South Africa was
the most memorable event in British
history s'nce Confederation No one
eveot had transpired fraught with such
momentous consequences us this war
which had witnessed the brave yeomanry
of Canada standing together, side by
side, wi'h equally brave men from the
cther great coloniee, were tighting for the
precious iotegrity of the Briish Empire,
The greatnees, the real unity of the Brit-
ith Empire had uéver before been 8o bril«
liantly at.ested as during this;was in'South
Africa. That Empire, which was sup-
poeed to be merely a great naval power,
had been able tp traneportan army of
200,000 men across 7,000 miles of ccean
to South Atriea, snd brave wmenin Can-
ada, Ausiralia and New Z:aland hed by
commou content Eprung 10 arms and
shown to the world that theee great out-
lying portions of the empire, tuppoted to
te vulnerable in case of war, haa
done yeoman service and reslly
proved the inyulmerability of the British
empire. All clasees, nll cections of this
country, of tbe whole empire, indeed, had
showu that when occasion cemands they
are ready to stand shoulder to shoulder
in defence of the integrity of the whole
empires

Sir Charles was proud to say that from
the Qneen, from Lord Roberts, from Sir

Hauirax,

Alfred Milner, and from every
sgource, had <come word that the
sons of Canada, of Anustralia, of

South Africa, of New Zealand, had honor-
ably stood side by side with the bravest of
the brave, and were not 10 be rurpassed by
any soldier in the Brinsh Empire. Sir
Charles spoke of the pre~eminent services
of Lord Struthcona, the greatest reudered
by any one British subject for the main~
tenance of the empire’s prestige. He told
of that Canadian citizen whom he could
not name, whose modesty was exceeded
only by his patriotism, who had effected
oue miil.on dollars’ worth of insuracce ¢n
the lives and limbs of our Canadian eol-

diers, and he praised the spirit
of the Canadian people  who
had raised nearly $30,000

as a patriotic fund for the benefi. of our
absent soldiers.  Kruger’s mad folly had
beeu the means of accelerating by thirty
years the closer union of the British Em-
pire; he bad been the mcans of testifyiog
to the civilized world that Britain’s power
is not cenfined to the home islands alone,
but that all over the globe are mren ready
to spring to arms to defend British pres-
tige and honor, no matter wkere
these may be assailed, As a result
of this war Krugerism must pass
away, the Boers must have the ciril
ization of the nineteenth and not of the
cevepie uth ceutury. Th-re = ust
b cqual Tights tor ibe white race-~ io
Soutk Af i1ca and safety sud  jusuice tor
the vlacks.
