Dollar Pegging
Is Criticized
By Bank Head

HALIFAX (CP) — W. Earle
McLaughlin, president of the
Royal Bank of Canada, Thurs-
day criticized the new pegged
value of the Canadian dollar.

In Halifax to attend a meet-
ing of the bank's board of direc-
tors, Mr. McLaughlin said pegg-
ing the dollar at 92': ceats in
J.S. funds was ‘“‘compounding
an error made in moving away
from a free rate back in 1961."

Mr. McLaughlin was referring
to a decision of Finance Minis.
ter Fleming last June to dis-
count the Canadian dollar.

The bank president said if the
dollar was pegged too low, Can-
ada would have to buy more
US. funds which would lead to
“‘extensive government borrow-
ing.”

Pegging the dollar, he said,
“suspended the law of supply
and demand, the great natural
halance operative in all areas
of trading."

He said although Maritime
provinces exporters stood to
gain with the new low rate of
exchange, importers would “feel
the pinch" with thelr dollars pur-
chasing less goods.
