Radar's Vital

Reporters and  photographers
have been permitted to visit a
radar station for the first time
The RCAF escorted a party to a
radar site somewhere in Ontario
last Jan. 12. Reporters and pic-
tures were subject to certain re-
strictions as to detail in order to
conform with security arrange-
ments. This story tells of the
role radar will play in North
America’s defence.

SOMEWHERE IN ONTARIO
(CP)—This radar site is on top of
a hill, high above the valleys,
plains and winding rivers.
Inside the three radar domes
which brood over the countryside
like three enormous bulbous eyes
the radar antennae whirl cease-
lessly through 360 degrees, around
and around, 24 hours a day.

“Will the enemy come?”
“If he does, from what direc-
tion?"

Here, at a place which cannot

280 RCAF men and women and
civilians wait and watch — and
wait and watch. They are part of
North America’s first line of de-
fence in event of air attack from
the north.

This radar site is an integral
part of the Pine Tree chain,
strung across the continent along
the Canada-U.S. border. For each
such station there is at least one
fighter squadron, Canadian or
American.

Though Pine Tree is a warning
chain its more vital task is con-
trol of interceptor aircraft, the
long-range, all - weather CF-100
twin-engine jet.

In event of air attack on this
continent it would be the duty of
this RCAF station and others like
it to plot the route of the enemy
planes, marshal the interceptors
from the fighter bases and bring
them into position where they
could shoot down the attackers.

TAKE NO CHANCES

Even today a similar job is
carried out constantly. There are
often planes in the air which
cannot be immediately identified

2|and it is necessary to send up an

interceptor to make positive iden-
tification.

The cardinal rule is: “Take no
chances.” Every plane must be
considered hostile unless it is
proved otherwise.

Basically radar has not changed
since Sir Robert Watson—Watt of
Britain invented it before the
Second World War. But there
have been improvements in range,

IMPROVED EQUIPMENT

Range of the radar equipment
here is secret but it is believed
considerably greater than Second
World War radar. One of radar’s
drawbacks is that it doesn’t fol-
low the curvature of the earth
but shoots straight out into space.
This, of course, limits its range.
That is why the site is atop a
hill.

What Canada and the U. 8. want
now is more early warning of ap-
proaching planes. That is why
construction of another radar line
along the 55th parallel will start
soon and plans are being laid for
a third line in the Arctic.

Canadian interceptors are spread
across the continent but  with
radar control of their movements
they could be brought quickly to
bear at the point where they
were most needed. That is the
great advantage of radar as a
defensive weapon.

The ranges of the radar sites
so overlap across the continent
that even when one site has to
“off the air’”” for maintenance
purposes, its area can be covered
by the sites or sectors on either
side.

This station alone cost millions
of dollars (the U.S. paid for two-
