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AFRAID OF A RAID,

The Dublin Police are Greatly Excited Over

The Prospect of a Big Kow.

Loxpox, March 22--The Dublin corres
pondent of the Graphic telegraphs # story,
which is taken in all seriousness by the
police of that city, who are greatly exercis-

| ed over the prospect of a raid by Irish
Americans. The Dablinites are going to
celebrate the centerary of the Irish re-
volution, which began in 1798, aud which
cost the lives of 150,000 Iri-imen and
20,000 Englishmen before it was suppress-
ed in the year fullowing. According to the
Graphic’s correspondent the police bave
learned from their agents in the United
States that the Irish Americans who eym-
pathize with the revolatiopary movement
intend to take part in the celebration. Two
steamera will be chartered to bring to Ire-
land as ~any Irish exiles as they can carry
who will take a prominent part in the
centenary. The eutnorities have learned
that the visitors will include a number of

| dangerous extremists and the gravest fears
| are entertained for the public eafety. The
corporation of Dublin, which does not
appear to share in the fears of the police,
has grauted the use of the City hall for the
purposes of the celebration.
