THE TUBERCULIN TEST.

“Jt is interestiug to roie that there is
among experts a reaction against the popu-
ular belief that there is daoger of tubers
culosis in cattie being communicated to
man. Dr. Theobald Smith, of Harvard
University, who has been experimenting
in this matter for some years, declares that
human and bovine tubercle bacilli are not
identical. He bas joined ina recom-
mendation to the New York Assembly
that hereafter the State‘ only force tbe
condemnatior, quaraotine aod slaughter
of such animals as are found to be tuber-
culeus by physical exsmination. It
would appear, he says, that seliom or
never does a person contract tubercuiosis
from meat or the milk of animals, and it
is recommended that the State can better
use its funds in educational work
than in following the present
policy of destryoing ali animals showiog a
reaction under the tuberculin test. There
ia evidence that where cattle tuberculosis
is plentiful, human tuberculos:s is so rare
ae to have no relation te it. These state-
ments, though not pesitive enough to be
conclusive, are yet reassuring, not ounly
to cattle owners, but to the geveral public,
which was seriousiy alarmed at the danger
suggested by the tuberculin test.”
