Such bees are known as ‘“fertile work-
ers,”’ and, as they never mate, the eggs

are, of course, not fecundated and only
produce males—hence such bees are worse
than useless,

The wings of the workers reach to the
tip of the body. On the outer side of the
hind pair of legs are the deep pollen
baskets, made deeper by a rim of coarse
lh.xir-. These curious dinner pails are an
important adjunct in the bee’s structure
?llr!l'!i)!nﬂi, for the young of all bees
live wholly or in large part on pollen,
and thus these busy gleaners need ex
ternal dinwer pails in which to carry
pollen no less than internal ones in
which to earry the nectar. These hind
legs also bear on the inner face opposite
the pollen baskets rows of bright yellow
kairs, whicn are fashioned to comb off
the pollen that so abundantly lodges in
the branched hairs. Another most curi-
ous arrangement of these hind legs is the
wax jaws, which remind us of a steel
ind are admirably adapted to their
in of removing the wax scales from
beneath tho body, when they are formed
te the mouth, where they are fashioned
to form immaculate comb. The front
pair of legs have the curions antennae
cleaners to remove the pollen from the
antennae.

The jaws are
gouge-like, and, no doubt, admirably
fitted to fasten the comb, or to cut away
distarbing cloth, paper or even wood,
The tongue is long, slender and very
complex. With it they can sip slowly

rom loong tubular flowers, lap or wipe

thick honey from board or glass, and
take nectar rapidly from loaded flowers.
A colony of bees have been known to
take twenty pounds of honey in a day,
and a single ecolony in Southern Cali-
fornia have taken 600 pounds in a sea-
son. The worker bees do all the work of
the hive. The younger bees digest the
food for larvae queen and drones, fashion
the wax, nurse the young, construct
the comb—though in some respects all the
bee are comb builders—in short, do all
the work of the hive., The older boes
gather the nectar, poller. and glue, and
may aid to build the comb and secrete
wax.

The worker baes are reared in the
small horizontal cells and are twenty-one
days from eggs to maturity, instead of
sixteen, as in the casp of the queen, or
twenty-four as in the case of the drone.
The quantity of focd fed to the larvae
i what controls the development of
either queen or worker, If the food is
abundant and rich, the impregnated
@rzs produce a queen; but if it is scant

and of a poor quality then a worker
resulzs, Here is a case where enforced
lack of nutrition has become natural and

produses important structural changes
ttat modify greatly the life functions.
