Broadcast Board
Threatens Force

OTTAWA (CP)—Every televi-
slon station in Canada would
have to carry
football telecast from Toronto
Dec. 1 under a regulation pro-
posed Friday by the Board of
Broadcast Goversors.

The proposal — subject to a

. 18 ~— amounts to a
move to use force where
persuasion failed in trying to
settle the long-drawn-out dis-
pute between the CBC and the
private CTV network over foot-
ball rights.

Earlier this summer, there
were announcements the CBC
had accepted for its 120-station
network the offer of CTV to pro-
vide the broadcast to both net-
Wnrkn The TV rights are owned

y CTV and one of its eight af-
mme., station CFTO-TV Tor-
outo.

But Friday the BBG Indicated
this deal has fallen through.

1t said information reaching
the board is that despite
lengthy negotiations, no agree-
ment has been reached between
CTV and the CBC “which would
ensure ihat a broadcast of the
game will be e to all
television viewers in’Canad

e BBG proposal is to invoke
it feeis thig step Is necessary to
“‘safeguard the publ rest
in_this particular instance.”

The proposed regulation has
these wo features:

Every station would have to
earry the game in full, the way
CTV originates it. They could
not alter either the entertain-
ment or the advertising eontent
of the program.
PERMANENT SOLUTION?

Failing a CBC-CTV agreeme
on sharing advertising reven-
ues, the board—after getting an
application from any station on
or before Nov. 1—would move
in and settle this too, also by
regulation.

The BBG said this will con-
tribute to a permanent solution
to_the problem of brosdcasting

‘major sports events of national

interest.” It called for network
eo-operation to this end.

The solution, as the BBG sees

to avoid exclusive con-
tracts for TV rights to such
events, The board said is al-
ready has told the network it 1s
considering this approach.

By holding TV rights to reg-
ular-season Eastern Conference
football games, CFTO-TV and
CTV also held an option on Grey
Cup TV rights. They picked up
these rights by matching the
CBC's_$175,000 offer for the

rey Cup game alone.

| John Bassett, chairman of
\CFTOTV, said In offering the
CTV telecast to the CBC free
of charge the corporation could
not sell the game to sponsors
other than those who already
have contracted for professional
football games this season.
